Similar to those in the province of Quebec, these agents work on a commission 
basis, being allowed $2 for each immigrant placed at farm work or for each female 
immigrant placed in domestic service. When an inquirer goes to the office of a book­
ing agent in the old country and intimates there his desire to go to Canada to engage 
in farm work, the question of destination is discussed until he finally settles upon the 
particular province to which he wishes to proceed. If the selection should be, say, 
Ontario, he is then shown a list of the points at which Canadian government employ­
ment agents are located, and is told of the demand for help and the rate of pay 
approximately in each locality, and is advised to book to a point where a Canadian 
government employment agent is located, so that he may experience no difficulty in 
securing employment immediately upon arrival. To make this system clearer, we will 
take an individual case. George Stokes, aged 19, who for six years had worked as a 
arm labourer at Catshill, Bronsgrove, England, went on July 3, 1911, to the office of
