THE HOSPITAL GROUNDS.
The Matter of Their RnlM-gcmwiit 

Decided Upon Next Monday.

A proposition to purchase a large tract 
of land adjoining the faolation hospital 
pied the attention of the board of aldermen 
for more than an hoar and a half yesterday 
afternoon, but owing to an indtopoeition on 
the part of members who would not oppose 
the purchase to deal at onoe with the 
matter, the long and heated discussion re­
sulted in nothing. All the member! were 
present at the meeting with the exoeptionof 
Aid. Harris. This special business came np 
on a report from the Finance committee ‘ 
recommending an appropriation to give effect 
to another report presented and signed by 
Mayor Beaven, which read aa follows :

“ The undersigned reporte that in aocord- 
»noe with a resolution of the Board of 
Health he caused to be offered to John 
Bernard Sere the sum of $10,000 tor sub­
divisions Noe. 43,-44, 49 and 60, of section 
26, Victoria district, with the Improve- 
mente thereon ; and that Mr. Sere has de- 
tided to accept the ' same. He wishes the 
Corporation to grant him a lease of sub- 
divisions 43 and 44 for twelve months free 
of charge.”

Thto property adjoins the grounds upon 
which the isolation hospital to situated, and 
consista of more than eleven acres, being in 
extent almost twice that of the two divisions 
there now owned by the oity. It to only a 
few weeks aince the Board of Health dis- 
ouesed the matter and gave the Mayor the 
authority mentioned in hto report. The 
land wae a few monthi ago reported to be 
held at $1,250 an acre, so that the price now 
agreed to to considered a very reasonable 
one. Apart from the desirability in the in­
terest of the publie safety to have in connec­
tion with the isolation hospital more ground 
than now poeieaeed, there will soon be an 
absolute need for the proposed addition or 
aome other property ae a rite for the suspect 
station, now situated at Roes Bay, on 
cemetery grounds which will very soon be 
required for cemetery purposes. The ulti­
mate erection of a suspect station there was 
in the mind» of the Board of Health when 
^°ey^ authorized negotiations for the pur-

_The composition of the Board of 
Health to identical with that of the City 
Council, the main difference between the 
two bodies being that the Health Board 
meete in private.

According to the report of the Postmaster 
General of the United States, the finances of 
hto Department are not in a very flourishing 
condition.
