the total and universal depravity cf mankind ; in the
election and etfectual calling of all Ocd's people ; in the
atoning efficacy of the death of Christ, and the free justi-
fication of l)eliever8 in Him by His imputed righteous-
ness

; in tlie preservation unto eternal life of the saints

in the necessity and eUicjicy of the work of the Holy
Spirit in regeneration and sanctidcation ; in the resurrec-
tion of the dead, both just and unjust ; in the general
judgment

in the everlasting punishment of the wicked,
