His
horse, which was standing at the door,
was frightened and ran away. Bologna
sausage and meat were plastered on the
walls, That some one was not seriously
hurt is little short of miraculous, There
was only one boy in the store at the
time, and he escaped without serious
injury. Two or three pergons wWho were
passing by were cut with flying giass
Tho the explosion was caused by gas,
both the artificial and natura] gas com=
panies disclaim responsiblity. The
Natural Gas Company was preparing
‘to put pipes into the store, but the men
claim that they had not put a pipe in
or made the connections when the
trouble occurred. A jet of manufactur-
ed gas was burning in the cellar, and
it is supposed that gas that had escap-
ed from some source was ignited by it.

Harris and Puddy Bros. at Law Over
Wight Co. Affairs— Osgoode
£ Hall Cases.

If the company is wound up, the unse-
cured creditors of the defendant company
will get very little, but, if it is allowed to
settle, it ¢can pay larger dividends,

That is what W. H, Blain, the secretary-
treasurer, says in an affidavit concerning
the application on the part of the W. Har-
ris Company for a winding-up order regard-
ing. the Wight Company, pork packers. Mr,
Blain also thinks that the plaintiffs desire
to break up the defendant company, with

the idea of securing the land and premises.

Justice Falconbridge heard the appiica-
tion at Osgoode Hall yesterday. Harris
seeks $16,000 under mortgage. It was on
the 1st inst that a judgment was obtained
for $1260 against the Wight Company. That
company’s goods and chattels were seized
by the sheriff. Puddy Bros., too, claim
$11,500 against the Wight Company. Thay
settled the execution, and in turn selzed
the goods and wagons.

“The next day théy were delivering the
Wight goods in Wight wagons,” sald F. E.
Hodgins, K.C,, who represented Harris.
“‘[hey stole the business,” he added.

Blain declares the eompany is:not in-
solvent, and adds that were it not for the
quariel between the plaintiffs and Puddy
Bros. the company could have gone along
as heretofore.

Two Lawyers in the Case.

A remarkable declaration im yésterday's
progceedings was that two lawyers both de-
clare they are acting for the Wight Com-
pany. Ziba Gallagher claims that he had
been so acting for years, and was solicitor
to the company, while C. A. Masten urged
that he has an appointment under the seal
of the company as solicitor: - The latter
was in court yesterday.
