AWFUL DEVASTATION!

The Fire Fiend

Rampant in the

County of Russell, Ont.

VILLAGE OF CASSELMAN WAS WIPED OUT. .

South Indian and Cheney Villages Have
Also Gone Up in Smoke.

Railroad Trains Could Not Get Through—People Touk Refuge

onthe Rocks in the River to
dreds of Families Homeless
Fires in Their Brush to Clea

Escape From the Flames—Hun=
and Destitute—Farmers Started
r the Land, and the Dry State of

Everything Caused the Flames to Spread, While Winds
Helped in the Destruction—Aid Urgently Needed.

Ottawa, Oct. 6. The passenger train
which left Montreal yesterday morning
and was hemmed in with the fire all
afternoon yesterday '‘and all last night,
reached here early this morning. J.
Sage, of Ottawa, was one of the pass-
engers on the train. Mr, Sage stated
that the train, of which Mr. R. Pease
was the conductor, reached Cassle-
man about 11.45. Everybody on board
knew that a serious fire was raging,
for the air was thick with smoke and
cinders. However, the engineer did not
anticipate any trouble in reaching Ot-
tawa, and steamad out of Cassleman
on time. About two miles west of the
village the train was flagged,and when
it had been brought to a standstill the
conductor was informed by a section
man that the fire had destroyed South
Indian,and that further progress would
be fraught with the greatest danger.
They could hear the roar of the flames
at the time.

“And within .an hour,” continued
Mr. Sage, “we were forced to_ retreat
and Casselman was on fire. ;

They Took to the River.

“The villagers saw the place was
and hurriedly collected th=ir
valuables together and buried them.
Then they got out on the rocks in the
middle of the Nation River. Another
hour amnd the bush in the immediate
vicinity was one mass of spethiug flam-
es. When nearing the train the lire
providentially spread in a circle, aud
we were able to” run to safe ground
before the bush mnearest us took fire.

“l tell you it was an awful sight,”
said Mr. Sage, “and 1 never want to
se¢ another nke it. On every side but
one were veritable billows of fire,

*I have no doubt a namber of people
met their death, for several were nuss-
ing at Cassleman when we left last
night. Moreover, just before he fire
reached that village,farmers who drove
in reported the woods to be ablaze
for miles, and expressed the opinion
that more than one would be unalle
to reach a place of safety before ’t,)c»
ing overtaken by the fiery elemeng.

Mr. Sage has mothing but words of
praise for the train omficials and the
section men of the road, who worked
indefatigably to place the drack in a
safe condition. As the bridge over the
Nation at Casselman has been dam-
aged, it is not likely that there v!'ul be
any trafic on the road east of Cassel-
man to-day.

fiow the Fire Originoten. :

The fires originated from fires set in
different places by the farmers for the
purpose of clearing the l’grush from
land, and have been burning for a
oouple of weeks. Day after day, how-
ever, as there has been no rain, the ad-
joining woods havz become drier, . nd
when a stromg wind set in Monday
night and yesterday morning, the brush
fires communicated to  the cedar
swamps, and in a short time miles of
bush land were in flames.

The farmers in the section who have
not been burned out have placed their
houses and barns at the disposal of
the homeless, and are providing as
much food as possible, but the relief
offered, while it is all that can be for
he present, is not at all in proppr@mu
to the number who are suffering.
While it is apparent that there will
be a gemeral effort in Ottawa and other
places to raise a relief fund sufficient
to meet all needs, even with the great-
est hustle there is ‘l_lkely to be con-
siderable destitution in the meantime.

South Indian Wiped Out.

At South Indian there are only a
few houses left of what was once a
thriving and prosperous village of some
400 inhabitants. Four deaths are also
reported. They are Mrs. Levielle, her
gister, Miss Stiles, and Mrs. Levielle's
two children. They are very badly
burned, and two of the bodies had
cracked open from the effects of the
fire. They rushed from their house to
escape to the clearing, but the smoke
surrounded Vvthemy awd  they  lost
their way They ran on into the
flames and so lost their lives. Thoir
house was ome of those not burned.

An hour after the first house in
South Indian caught there were not
half-a-dozen houses in the village
standing. About G0 houses were de-
stroyed, as wedl as the Royal Hotgly
kept by J. K. Quesnelle, the Godd#td
Hotel and the Gauthier House, the
large general store of the Edwards
Trading Company, and Morse Shaves's
store.

¢m: Hundred Families Homeless.

The fire had been burning in the
bush for some days, and about 1.50
yvesterday it struck the village of Cas-
selman. The inhabitants made an et-
fort to save some of their effects, but
were in the majority of cases unsuc-
cessful. ‘There are about 100 families
homeless and wandering through 1ine
burned ficlds. Some have been taken
to friends outside of the village by
train and by vehicles. There were
four mills in the viltage burned : Mr,
MeLennan's saw mill and some 2,000,-
000 feet of lumber, loss $12.000, with
an insurance of $300: Mr. N. Cou-
pal, flour and limber mill and luniber,
loss $15,000, insuratnce $5000; Baker
Bros.” brick yard, loss $2000, no in-
surance; J. King, brick yard and pri-

vate house, loss $5000, a small insur-
ance; jCasselman Cold Storage Co.'s
buikding and stock, $8000; insurance
$4500; filled with cheese and ‘meat;
