New York, Oct. 31.—The enthusiasts who
represented the yacht clubs-of North Ameri-
ca had a long session at the Fifth Avenue
Hotel yesterday. They were called to order
by Chairman Oliver E. Cromwell shortly
after 3 o'clock in the afternoon. One hun-
dred and thirty-six clubs were represented.
Aemilius Jarvis of the Yacht Racing
Union of the Great Lakes was present as
the representative of 27 clubs. B. H.
Ambrose of the Lake Yacht Racing Asso-
clation represemted 9 clubs, and B. w.\
Radder of the Interlake Yacht Racing As-
sociation and the Lake Michigan Yacht
Racing Assoclation held proxies for 18
clubs.

The
unien is to be governed by a council of
fifteen representatives, and the chairman
of the council is to preside at all meetings
of the union. The annual meeting of the
union is to be held in October. The ex-
penses of the union are met by fees of $5
for each club, and if more money is neces-
sary an assessment of $2 on each club may
bemade. After the articles of association
had been adopted, the fifteen councilmen
were chosen as follows:
