Baron Herschell Had an Honored

Herschell, commissioner from  Great

sion, recently. in session here to adjust dii-
f_?rences between thé United States and
Canada, died quite suddenly at 7.05 o’clock
this morning, at the Shoreham Hotel, where
he had been confined to his bed for several
weeks with a broken bone, caused by a
fall on a slippery sidewalk.

Lord Herschell's death came without
warning. Except for the .pain incident to
the fracture of his leg, which océurred on
Feb. 15, he has been in excellent health
and spirits, and up to almost the hour of
his denlh there was no premqnltory symp-
tom of the coming end. He had visitors
every day and had enjoyed seeing Lis
friends and talking with them. He had
been greatly pleased with the flowers that

were daily sent to him by friends, and at
all times was cheerful and did not seem

THE SENAIE’S TRIBUTE.

In théstourse of his remarks upoun
Lord HerscheH,- Mr. Fairbanks, who served
with him on the Commission, said: “In the
death of Lord Farrer Herschell the United
Ntates loses an intelligent and steadtast
friend and the Kingdom of Great Britain a
wise and loyal public servant. Lord Her-
schell was one of the most distingnished
subjects and statesmen of Great Britain, a
trusted friend and councillor of Mr. Glad-
stone. He came to this country in August
last upon a mission which had for its pur-
pose the promotion of the mutual welfare
and good neighborhood of the United States
and Great Britain. Sir, his untimely death
wost deeply touches not only his colleagues
upon the Commission, but the American
people, who jointly share with the people
of Great Britain the great bereavement.”

Yesterday Morning and Watch-
ers are Relieved. ‘

LUNGS WERE BADLY AFFECTED

And in Such Cases the Disease is
Almost Surely Fatal — An
Iron Constitution.

New York, March 1.—The condition of
Rudyard Kipling is very much improved to-
night. The crisis in the diseasge was passed
this morning. This was the ninth day of
Mr. Kipling's lliness. In pneumonia the
crisis is usually reached by the seventh or
ninth days, but it may be delaved until
fourteen. - There were, therefore, 48 hours
during which the physicians hardiy left
their patent’s side. During that time Mr.
Kipling suffered greatly doring his con-
sciousness, but he was frequently uncon-
gcious, or suffered fromn attending delirinm,
1t required an iron constitution to bear up
against the intensity of the disease, for
Mr. Kipling's disease is a donvie lobar
pneumonia—a pueumonia of both ‘ungs—in-
stead of the ordinary pneumonia. which is
an inflammation and consolidation of «ne
of the lobes of a single lung, the former
being fatal id the highest degree.

A Refreshing Sleep.

The patient began to breathe more freely
early this morning, and after a few hours
dropped into a refreshing sleep, the first in

restore bis
fast waning strength. Later, the tempera-
ture dropped rapialy from 104 to 99, which
is about normal, and which 15 the ordigary
course of -the disease.

That the erisis had passed was quickly
known throughout the hotel. and it was
plainly apparent in the magical change .in
the aspect of physicians, narses, relatives
and others about the hotel.

Callers Were Numerous.

Throughout the day the ecallers at the
hotel were very numerous and the -nofticial
reports all gave indication of ontinged im-
provement. Mrs. Kipling, who has been
an anixous watcher at her husvand’s i-ed-
side, showed new hope this afternon. Ac-
companied by her maid, she ‘eft the hotel
and remained out for an hour’'s 'valk.

From prominent people all over the coun-
try telegram sare s:ill pouring in with words
of condolence for Mrs. Kipling and gnxijus
enquiries as to Mr. Kipling's condition, and
there was what seemed to be an authentic
rumor that Queen Victoria had sent a most
solicitous request for full information re-
garding the English author’'s filness. Mr.
Doubleday ,one of Mr. Kipling’s publishers,
when asked if this report were true, replied
that it was merely a family affair, and one
that he would not discuss.
