ORUG TRADE OF CANADA
AT BANOUET LAST NIHT

Representatives of All Large Interests

The guests of the evening were John
Hargraves and G. M. Petrie of the
local retail drug trade, J. R. Y. Brough-
ton, Newmarket; W. J. Dyas, Cana-
dian Druggist; G. E. Gibbard, Cana-
dian Pharmaceutical Journal and E. M.
Trowern, secretary of the Toronto Re-
tail Merchants’ Association.

Premier’s Welcomeoe.

Hon. G. W.: Ross was next called,
and iIn a genial and cordial manner in |
gratiated himself with the audience to
the point of applause, It was indeed
a pleasant task as the representative
of Ontario, and as no other provinie
was represented, speaking for Canada,
to give as warmly and express as fully
as he could the heartiness with which
the people of aCnada welcomed them
within their borders. They only saw
one side of Canada in coming to To-
ronto, and might see a score of places
of which he was as proud as they all
wer of Toronto. When they came with
friendly intentions they were always
welcome. On some occasions it had
been otherwise, and tho: they were all
non-combatants in time of peace ne
could not promise what Canadians
might do if they came with a different
errand. The old Adam, he feared, was
still strong in the Dominion, He hoped
they would appropriate as much of
Canada as was consistent with their
obligations as Quakers, He had just
returned from a five weeks’ visit to the
States, where he had been let severely
alone. The people did not know him
there, and he was giving them the
first fruits of his recuperated powers
They divided the continent between
them, and in Canada government was
by, for and thru the people as in the
States. Sometimes they governed them-
sleves badly as they did in the States
and sometimes they did better. He
hoped both nations were rising to bet-
ter things, and he believed they were
The high water mark of civilization
had been attained in these times, but
if those who go to the ballot box put
their conscience in t, no ene could tell
what standard they might not attain. |

International Amity. |

In the States they could attain no
higher degree of proseprity than Cuan-
adians wished them. He ventured to
hope that in their prosperity they
might not be like the scriptural exam:-
ple who waxed fat, and when he wax-
ed fat he kiceked. He trusted thaie
would be not demonstration of that
nature towards Canada against thos
less prosperous, and that they would
be willing to let Canadians sit unde
their own vine and fig tree while they
enjoyed their own. Canada had nct
s0 many states as the union, but she
began with four and now h sevzan
which he thought would soon be
doubled. Under the flag as Christian-
ity got a firmer hold it was felt that
the highest triumph consisted in the
happiness of the many rather than in
the elevation of the few. The great
Quaker oJhn_Bright had. said that the
only effective government was that
which brings happiness to the cottaz-
er, Canada an dthe Union he hoped
would ever shake hands in truth and
verity. They had a Friend among them
from the land whose wonderful litera-
ture, statesmanship and constitution-
al evolution were the bases of her de-
votion to liberty, truth and justice, If
he had any message to bring he hoped
it would be that they reciprocated the
wish of Canadians that the principles
of constitiutional liberty which made
England strong might ever prevail. i

A Peaceful Invasion. '

Dr. Janney, replying, said it was a
peaceful invasion they had made,” and
they came not with arms in their pock;

As a re-
sult, God was shut up by the door of
a sect, and the key placed in the hands
of a priest. The Friends bore testi-
mony against over-organization, and
all of their, own little spiritual strength
was devoted to the service of man, They j
were not absorbed in providing means |
of grace for themselves. The whole of
human life and experience was trans-
figured for them. Their work and
their play was a part of their divine
gervice. They had not abolished the
priesthood so much as the laity, and
were all .constituted priests to God.
They loved simplicity of life tha their
souls migh not be hampered in the
swaddling clothes of luxury. Their
holy places were independent of stone
or gold, and they could not localize the
Divine presence.

This is the
number of men. included in the build-
ing trades section of the labor organi-
zation in the city, and a protracted
deadlock will affect them all in a
greater or lesser degree.

The bricklayers, 500 strong,
the stonemasons, 250 strong, and the
stone cutters, 300 strong, will suffer
first from lack of union helpers, As
soon as the plasterers and carpenters
catch up on their work they will find a
dearth of employment. These two
uniofnis have an aggregate membership
A tie-up of these lines of
work will soon have an effect on the
manufacturing trades, and the brick-
makers, the lime makers and the ce-
ment makers will be out of work.
