Cincinnati was eliminated
from the mace today by losing’ a double
header to Pittsburg. The Reds have ten
more games to play, and if they win all
of them' and Brooklyn loses the remain-
ing six games on their schedule, the 1919
champions still would be one and one-

games behind the Dodgers.

The race between Brooklyn and New
York has resolved into this: Brooklyn,
with a lead of five games ovérithe Giants,
has six more games to play, one with
Boston and five with New York. The
Giants have eight more games to play,
two with Boston, one with Philadelphia,
and the five with Brooklyn. Yo win the
pennant Brooklyn must win one game
from the Giants and the final game of
the season with Boston on October 3, or
win two of the flve games with the
Giants, In either case it would be im-
possible for McGraw's men to tie Man-
eger Robinson’s club.

SEVEN WHITE SOX

Chicago, Sept. 22.—Evidence that the
world’s series last year, between the Chi-
cago American and Cincinnati National
League clubs, was ‘‘not on the square,”
was presented to the Cook county grand
jury, which today began an investiga-
tion of alleged baseball’ gambling, ac-
cording to a statement issued tonight
by Hartley Replogle, prosecutor in charge
of the investigation.

Seven Chicago players are involved, he
said, but none of the Cincinnati players
are implicated. He charged in his state-
ment, however, that some of the wit-
nesses were not living up to their pledges
that they would make public all the in-
formation they had.
