Mr. Darling introduced his subject 
by proposing the following resolution: 
"That the home government be asked 
to call an imperial conference on the 
stabilization of sur inter-empire ex­
changes by the co-operation of the 
home government with the govern­
ments of the dominions and India.”

Mr. Darling said his scheme was one 
to bridge the gap by the pooling of em­
pire resources to meet depreciation of 
the British pound against certain other 
countries. He'-proposed 
rency on inter-empire bills of exchange 
for the time being, with an imperial 
clearing bank for the empire, with 
branches in each colony capable of 
making cable transfers at par- The 
machinery of the Bank of England 
could be used, said Mr. Darling, if its 
capital was increased to $100,000,000, 
and each colony should have a repre­
sentative on the board. Such an em­
pire bank, declared Mr. Darling, would 
make London again the centre T»f 
world’s finance and clearing. The bank 
would be an improvement on the Unit­
ed States Federal Reserve Bank, in so 
far as it would be based on bills of ex­
change.as currency basis. Cable trans­
fers within the empire at par would 
soon make the rest of the world fall In 
line. From an imperial point of view, 
Mr. Darling contends that his scheme 
would mass the empire’s dollar cred­
its together in New York and enable 
the empire to stabilize dollar values.
