Cork, Dec. 2.—The bodies of the 15
auxiliary police cadets, the victims of
the Kilmichael ambush, were brought
today from Macroom and placed on
a navy tender for shipment to Eng-
land. Contingents -of the Royal Irish
Constabulary escorted the melancholy
procession thru the city. Places of
business were closed and all the shops
shuttered. Numbers of men and boys |
failed to uncover as the procession
passed by until reminded by the Black
and Tans.

A large crowd watched the em-
barkation of the flag-covered coffins.
The Prctestant bishop of Cork and
other church officials assisted the
auxiliaries in carrying the coffins

[RISH COUNTESS
FACES HER TRIAL

Dublin, Dec. 3.—At the royal bar-
racks today the Countess Georgane
Markievycz, member of parllament
for the St. Patrick’s division of Dub-
lin city, who was arrested two months
ago, was tried by court-martial on a
charge of conspiring between January,
1918, and September, 1920, t0 organize
a “flanna eireann,”” otherwise known
as Sinn Fein boy ecouts.

This organization has been charged
with conspiracy to murder military
police, with unlawful drilling, the
carrying of arms, furnishing recruits
to the Irish Volunteers, and generally
promoting disaffection.

The countess looked extremely {ll
today. Newspaper photographers who
took snapshots of her were held by
the military escort, who confiscated
the photographic plates. The news-
paper men were searched when they
entered the barracks where the count-
ess is belng detained. .

The countess today refused to recog-
nize the court, and tHe session was
