Mr. Brent said he had been requested to remark that a 
resolution had been moved at the Board Meeting by Mr. 
Hobson, providing that in future, on the recommendation of 
a Ward Visitor, rations of sugar, tea, oatmeal, and rice will 
be served out to families.

Moved by Mr. Rutherford that the Hon. Mr. Allan do 
leave the chair, and that the Rev. Dr. Green be called 
upon to preside, which was carried, 
seconded by Mr. Brooke, that the thanks of the meeting 
be tendered to Hon. Mr. Allan for his kindness in presiding 
on the occasion.—Carried.
