Pte. A. J._Whelpley Kilfed.

The tragic news came to Mrs. A. J.
Whelpley, 62 St. Patrick street, this
morning, that her husband, Pte. Arnold
Joseph Whelpley, of a N. B. Battalion,
had been killed in action between Sept.
15 and 17. Pte. Whelpley had been
wounded on Aug. 6, but returned to
duty again on Aug. 17, and a month
later death found him in the path of
duty and of honor. He was thirty-three
years old, and leaves his wife and one
little daughter, besides his mother and
one brother, Herbert Whelpley, to all
of whom the deep sympathy of their
fellow citizens goes out. Pte. Whelpley
before enlisting was employed by Mur-
ray & Gregory.

Died of &ounds

Private Sauders left St. John with the
55th Battalion and afterwards went lo
the front with a draft for a mounted
rifles corps. He was twenty-seven years
of age and had been employed on a fox
farm at Renforth before enlisting. He
is survived by his wife, two small chil-
dren, his mother, Mrs. Hubert S. Sauu-
dere of Gondola Point, three sisters and
ithree brothers. One brother, Ernest,
who also went overseas, has been oific-
ielly reported missing since June 8.

Brothers Wounded

To a home already saddened by the
loss of one who had given his life for
the empire’s cause came the news this
morning that two other members of the
family have been wounded in the recent
fighting.

Mrs. J. R. McElhiney of Paradise
Row received word that her husband,
James Reid McElhiney had been admitt-
ed to No. 2 General Hospital in Le
Trepot on Sept. 18, suffering from a
wound in the right thigh and a finger.
Three cards had been received from him
only this week, the last dated Sept. 11,
announcing that he was about to re-
enter the trenches. He formerly worked
in the I. C. R. elevator and later was a
teamster.

A little later in the morning Mrs.
Margaret McElhiney, who resides in the
same house, received official notice that
her son, John Alfred, brother of James,
had been wounded in the left thigh and
was admitted to Bagthorpe military
hospital in Nottingham, England on
Sept. 23. This is the third time he has
been wounded. He received a gunshot
wound in the neck last November, but
returned to the trenches in February;
another gunshot wound in the leg sent
him to the hospital in June, but he was
back at the front on August 7. He was
a‘veteran of the South African war and
fought through it without a wound.

A brother of these soldiers, Joseph S.
McElhiney, was killed in action on
March 13 of this year. The three
brothers enlisted in a local infantry bat-
talion in the same company and went to
the front together.

Pte. Wm. Patrick Quinn

Mrs. Elizabeth Quinn, of 127 Erin
street, received word this morning from
Ottawa to the effect that her son, Pte.
William Patrick Quinn, infantry, had
been wounded in the right arm and has
been admitted to the No. 2 Le Trepot
Hospital, France.

Private Quinn left Canada as a mem-
ber of the 55th battalion, and was on
his arrival in England transferred to an-
other regiment. He is twenty-three
years of age and was, prior to enlist-

Ottawa, Sept. 30.—The death of Hon.
John Costigan remdves from public. life
the real “father” of the Canadian house
of parliament. He had been a member
of .either the lower or the upper cham-
ber ' continuously since Confederation.
Apart, however, from the personal char-
acter of the loss to parliament, there
is - another special significance that
through the death of another Liberal
senator the Liberal majority in the sen-
ate is now practically wiped out.

There are now twelve vacancies in
the upper chamber, and it is understood
that the government will fill these vac-
ancies before the next session. The
standing of the parties in“the upper
chamber, even providing there are no
further deaths in the meamtime, will
then be 45 Liberals to 43 Conservatives,
counting Sir Lyman Melvin Jones on
the Conservative side.

Two or three of the Liberal senators,
owing to ill health, are almost certain to
be absent during the coming session.

For what will be the last session of the
12th parliament of Canada therefore,
the government for the first time will
practically control both chambers. Al-
though, however, the government will
have a practical ascendancy in the up-
per house, it is very improbable that
they will reintroduce any of the legis-
lation killed or amended by the senate
during the last four years.

Needless to say, there is a great scram-
ble for the vacancies. @There is no
dearth of applicants and ' the govern-
ment’s position is not rendered any eas-
fer by the clamor of at least a score of
its supporters in the lower house for
safe anchorage in the Red Chamber be-
fore the election storm of next year.
