Get to America

- TMLES FROM THE FRONT

Mrs. Aiken of Toronto Brings
Home Account of Experiences at
Base Hospital in France—Saw
Canadians Going to Trenches

’

“They were all so glad to be in that
hospital, British and. Germans alike,”
said Mrs. Chas. H. Aiken of Toronto, in
speaking of No. 2 Canadian Stationary
‘Hospital at Le Touquet, France,® near
which. she: has been visiting with Mis,
Bell.. Major Bell is in command of the
hospital. Mrs. Aiken returned to Toron-
to leaving Mrs, Bell in New York.

“There ‘were just nine Germans in the
hospital, but all of them thanked the
hospital authorities before they were sent
on to England. One young German pri-
vate told roe that he had had enough
of the war. All he wanted was to get
his wife and family and come out to
America, where there was no fighting.
He had had enough of fighting. But
most of the Germans spoke very little,
as they could only talk a bit of broken
English.

Fighting Blood is Rouséd

“The fighting blood of the English sol-
diers seems to have been aroused, and
all of them wanted to go back. They

day or so off to see their wives and fam-
ilies, but they wanted to-go back and
finish the fight. o

“The No' 2 Canadian hospital is a
wonderful place. It is the most immacu-
late ‘hospital I have ever seen, and !the
men were. well supplied with all theRed
Cross comforts, including smoking ma-
terials. They are adding to it now and
800 ‘beds ‘are arranged in;camps on the
lawn. Captain Pentecost is there, .and
‘Major Elliott of Toronto, as well as Col
Shillington, of Ottawa. There are thir-
ty-seven Canmadian nurses there, and they
are having wonderful success. Very few
deaths have -ogcurred  considering  the
number of wounded brought in.

“A large number of wounded had just
been, brought, in from the battle at La
Bassee before we left. Earlier many ar-
rived with frozen feet, and these had to
be amputated. Aeroplanes flew overhead
frequently, but I only saw one German
‘aeroplane. One night they expected an
air raid and all the lights were put out,
but we escaped..

Saw Canadians Go

“We went to the trenches ‘that had
been built 'to defend Paris, and climbed
down into them. They are just six feet
high, and the men have to crouch in
them, so that when they come out after
a long turn in the trenches they gcannot
straighten out their backs for awhile.
We visited Poix, whi¢h had been bom-
barded and saw all the®buildings shat-
tered. ‘A spléndid ' railway bridge had|
been blown to ruins.

“We haw the first Canadian contingent
| going to the trenches, and 1 will never
forget ‘the terrible seniation to see our
own men so far from home passing to
the front. We were in an automobile at
a railway crossing, and saw the long
trains passing the men leaning from the|
windows and- singing and waving to us.
Then transports passed up in the road
with supplies marked for the Canadian
contingent. We knew we had friends in
those .trains, but. we could not let them
know it 'any way, and they just passed
by. They are in the centre where the
fiercest battles are raging now.

Arersted For Talking English -

“By the time ‘we left travel was be-
coming so difficult that we thought it
best to come home. We went by way o
Italy and the Mediterranean to avoi
the Channel. The Germans have ‘tried
to get that Folkestone boat so often. On
our way back on the Cretic we met (a
number of United States nurses who
had been sent back to the United States
by the Germans. They had volunteered
to nurse Germans, but said they found
that there were enough trained nurses
on the field. Of course they sall said they
were neutral. .

“One American and his wife on the
boat with us told us they had been ar-
rested three times in Germany for speak-
ing English on the street, but still they
found it better to speak English, becduse
when they atempted German they said
such peculiar things that they were mis-
understood and it made trouble. So they
came back to America.

As Mrs. Aiken talked, 2 German band
in the neighborhood struck up a wailing
version of “Tipperary.” and Mrs. Aiken
smiled.

“] heard’ plenty of that over there,”
she said. “Al] the Tommies still sing it.
One odd thing is the  word ‘Ypres’
Over there the French call it ‘Eep’ back
here you call it ‘Eepray’ and Tommy
himself calls it ‘Wipers.’ ”

Welost a lot of men, but
they must have lost three or four times
as many, I felt sorry for them, as they
were not the cause of their trouble. I
do not think that it will last much long-
er, for they cannot stand the strain.
We are now waiting to have another go
at them and I think that this time we
will be near to Lille, if not in it.”

It became more and more manifest.as
the diseussion proceeded that the pur-
pose of the bill was political rather than
patriotic.

Discugsion of the measure in com-
mittee of the whole occupied all three
sittings of parliament today.
