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TREATY PROTOCOL IN' PARIS

Montreal, Jan. 10—A special London
cable to the Montreal Gazette says that
in the default of the United States Nor-
way may be invited .to undertake the
mandate for Armenia and contiguous re-
gions which are to be freed froB: Turkish
rule.

Peaceful relations between Germany,
and the greater number of the nations
engaged in the great war with her are
established by the action taken at Paris
today. The peace treaty now goes into
effect as between Germany and those
powers that have finally ratified it—
Great Britain, France, 1taly, Japan, Bel-
gium Bolivia, Brazil, Guutemal.a, Peru,
Poland, Siam, Czech-Slovakia and
Uruguay. .

Great Britain was the first of the five
great powers represented in the supreme
council of the peace conference to t:.lke
such action, being followed in succession
by France, Italy and Japan. The United
States alone of the “big five” has not
ratified the treaty. _ .

As the list shows, formal ratifications
have been given by most of the smaller
powers. China did not sign the docu-
ment, because of her obJectmns‘to‘the
Shantung provisions, but proclaimed &
state of peace with Germany.

The all-important ratification by Ger-
many was given on July 9, 1919.

The making of the peace which now
becomes effective was begun soon affer
the conclusion of the armistice of No-
vember 11, 1918, which ended the.great
war. The treaty of Versailies, as it has
become known, was signed in the his-
torie Versailles Palace on June 28, 1919.

The first 1m-
portant work completed was the drawj
ing up of the covenant of tne League of
Nations, which was finished on Keb, }4.
I'ne German representatives were in-
vited to Versalies during April, after
the dratt of the terms or peace nad been
completed. T'hey received the treaty
on May 7.

‘I'ne treaty not only defines the terms
of peace with Germany put contuins
the League of Nations covenant and tne
provisions of the international lal}or or-
ganization. The document comprises fif-
teen parts, with numerous annexes. It
provided that so soon as it had been
ratified by Germany and three of the
principal Aliied and associated powers,’
a process verbal of the deposit of ratifi-
cations should be drawn up, from the
date of which the treaty would come in-
to force as between the powers which
had ratified it. The treaty will enter
into force for each other power at the
date of tue deposit of its ratifications.

In last October a sufficieit number of
powers hed ratified the treaty to com-
ply witi the requirements for its effect-
iveness. Because of the sinking of the
interned German warships by their offi-
cers and crews at Scapa Flow, lowever,
and the failure of the Germans to live
up to some of the armistice terms, the
Allies on Nov., 1 demanded that before

How-
ever, it is reported, it will still name the
former German Crown Prince and Crown
Prince Rupprecht of Bavaria, while the
treaty itself arraigns former Emperer
William “for a supreme offence against
international morality and the sanctity
of treaties,” and provides for a special
tribunal to try him after his surrender
‘has been asked from the government
