selves:—“I think it’s a good deal worse to have ^ children 
when you can’t afford to bring them up decently.

Now to my mind there’s a good deal to that argument.
And yet I don’t think it’s any excuse at all for many 

of the women who justify themselves by it.
You think those two statements are inconsistent’ Not 

a bit. It certainly isn't kind to bring children into the 
world when you can’t afford to bring them up decently. 
But it is these women’s idea of “decency with which I 
quarrel. ’ , ,

By a "decent bringing up” they do not eimply mean 
enough good food to build a healthy body, enough educa- 
tion to develop an intelligent mind, and enough care and 
training to help form the kind of character a good citizen 
ought to have.

When they say they can’t afford, to hare children be­
cause they can't bring them up decently, they mean they 
can’t afford to usher them into the world with all the fuss 

and fandango with which the modem baby often makes his advent even into the 
most modest home; that they cannot afford to surround t^eir children s babyhood 
with all the paraphernalia with which their wealthier friends make babyhood com- J 
plex and unnatural; that they cannot afford to give them, as children all the ex­
pensive playthings, the fancy frills of education, the fine gowns in wjuch to ape 
their elders, and the lailsh supply of spending money which the modérai child must 
have “because all the other children do.”

The proprietress of one of those little shops at which the school children of 
#he town do most of their trading told me it was really amazing how much money 
the children even of modest homes had to spend. TiH „ !

“There are dozens of children that have a penny or two every day, said she, 
dky, and there’s one boy from up your way that comes
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The Bishop of Winchester, who is now 

attending the International Missionary 
conference at Lake Mohonk, is the pre­
late of the Order of the Garter, and wears 
its badge, fastened to a garter-blue rib­
bon, around hie neck, both in his ecclesi­
astical robes as also in evening dress. Like 
the Bishops of Durham and London, he 
ranks with the earls in the House of 
Lords; and while the Archbishops of Cant­
erbury and York rank with the dukes, all 
.the other prelates occupying seats in the 
upper house of the national legislature as 
spiritual lords of parliament rank with 
the barons. The stipend attached to his 
see is something more than $30,000, but 
there are so many demands upon his purse 
in the snape ot charities, and also in con­
nection with the up-keep of hie stately of­
ficial residence, Faraham Castle, in Sur­
rey, that it is only a man with some priv­
ate fortune of his own who can afford to 
occupy this see.

The present Bishop >of Winchester was 
one of Queen Victoria’s favorite chaplains, 
was for twenty years warden of Keble 
College at Oxford, and was translated from 
the bishopric of Southwark to that of 
Winchester last year. He is married to 
the Hon. Lavinia Lyttleton, sister of Gen­
eral Sir Neville Lyttleton, also of the head 
master of Eton, and of Alfred Lyttleton, 
who was secretary of state for the colon­
ies in the last Unionist administration. He 
himself is a member of the historic house 
of Talbot, and, through his father, a 
grandson of the second Earl of Talbot, 
Viceroy of Ireland, under George IV. The 
bead of the house of Talbot is now the 
Earl of Shrewsbury and Talbot.

Farnham Castle, hie home, near Gild- 
ford, is a wonderfully picturesque old 
place; first built by King Stephen’s broth­
er, HenryxDu Blois, Bishop of Winchester; 
besieged and badly damaged by Oliver 
Cromwell and his troops in 1642, and taste­
fully restored by George Morley, Bishop 
of Winchester, in the reign of Charles II. 
It is ^urrounded by a beautiful park, at 
the gates of which is the town of Farn­
ham, which seems to have grown up 
around the castle of the Bishops of Win­
chester. I may add that prior to the 
building of the castle 700 years ago, its 
site was occupied by a manor house, which 
was even then the residence of the Bis­
hops of Winchester, in whose Cathedra! 
church King Alfred the Great lies buried.

MOLDED RICE.
To cook rice so that the grains will be 

whole and tender, wash it in cold water 
until water looks clear, then cook it rap­
idly in boiling water for 15 minutes, after 
which drain and place the covered sauce­
pan on the back of the stove to steain un­
til the grains crack open and are tender, 
which will be about 15-minutes longer.

Molded Rice—Make a bag, linen or white 
calico, three fingers long. Dip in hot water 
put in your rice and tie bag leaving room 
for the rice to swell. Put into pot with 
cold water, let come to a boil. Put salt 
in the water and cook from half tç three-' 
quarters of an hour. When done it will 
turn out dry, like a mold. Serve with 
milk or butter and' sugar. It is well to 
put a saucer in the bottom of pan to pre­
vent its burning.

Yesterday morning at II o’clock the Sal­
vation Army held a large meeting at the 
Opera House.

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JEmilSTftBEE;Sudden death seems to be the fate of 
the members of the present reigning dy­
nasty in Spain, and the startling unexpect­
ed death of King Alfonso’s only surviving 
sister, the Infanta Maria Theresa, will 
he regarded by many as a warning to that 
monarch. The taking off of his father, 
.Alfonso XII. in 1886 was so sudden, that 
hie death was announced before the peo­
ple had any idea that he was ill, and a 
similar fate overtook his first wife, Mer­
cedes of Orleans. She was only ill a few 
hours. King Alfonso’s elder sister also 
died unexpectedly, at a moment when she 
was apparently making a very successful 
recovery from childbirth. She left two 
children, a boy and a girl, while her sis­
ter who^Jias just died leaves two eons, 
and a little girl only eleven months old.

Maria Theresa was married to her cous­
in, Prince Ferdinand of Bavaria, whose 
mother, the Infanta Paz, is the wife of 
Prince Louie Ferdinand of Bavaria, famous 
as an accoucheur and gynecologist at 
Munich. Stories have been printed to tjie 
effect that the union of the late Infanta 
Maria Theresa with her Bavarian husband 
was a very unhappy one, owing to his 
alleged brutality, drunkenness and neglect, 
but there is no more foundation for these 
tales than there has been for similar ru­
mors about King Alfonso’s treatment of 
his wife and of his mother. Indeed, since 
Ferdinand with his wife and children liv­
ed both at Madrid and at San Sebastian 
under the same roof with King Alfonso 
and the Queen Mother Christina, it is to 
the last degree improbable that he would 
have ventured on any misconduct towards 
his wife, and there is every reason to be­
lieve that their marriage was wholly un­
clouded. His three children are in the 
line of succession to the throne, coming, 
however, after the two children of the late 
Infanta Mercedes and, of course, after all 
the children of the King and Queen of 
Spain.

The great Field Marshal Von Moltke 
was famous for his taciturnity, and for 
the rarity of his words. His nephew, Gen­
eral Julius von Moltke, his most recent 
successor as chief of the general staff of 
the German army, is similarly celebrated 
for never smiling, and always has an ap­
pearance hot only of profound gloom, but 
even of downright misery, impressed upon 
his countenance. To such an extent is 
this the case, that the Kaiser always ad­
dresses and speaks of him as “Der trau- 
rige Julius,” which may be translated as 
“the gloomy Julius.”

There is, it must be confessed, some 
peason for this gloom, for the emperor 
is a difficult man to satisfy in military 
matters, and the general is perfectly well 
aware that his master does not consider 
his work as chief of the staff np to the 
mark. In fact, the only reason why he 
has been continued in office has been the 
difficulty of finding a suitable man for the 
place. But in the meanwhile he is a con­
stant subject of imperial criticism.

The 
weather was fine and though rain came on 
towards evening, there was nothing in the 
nature of a squall.

No member of the party was seen alive 
after the canoe passed down the river. 
When the party did not return towards 
evening. Charles McCaffrey, father of the 
drowned man, became alarmed and organ­
ized a search party.

Seven miles down the river the 
was -discovered, floating bottom upward. 
Dragging operations were commenced im­
mediately. The search continued until 3 
o’clock on Sunday morning, by which 
time four bodies—those of McCaffrey, his 
Wife, mother and son—had been recovered.
