Tl)e witness said there was a system by
wluch_the operators in the office could au-
tomatically register the number of calls
a day in the office.

The total number of calls in the St. John
e}‘change in that period was 12,148,660 calls.
For all the other exchanges in the prov-
ince, not including long distance calls, the
number was 9,911,210 calls,

The average cost per .call in St." John in
that period was 7 4-5 mills, and in other
pa.rts of the province, was 9 mills.n On
!thls basis St. John's rate was cheaper than
in other parts of the province.

Mr. Teed asked if a city like St. John,
should or should not bear its proportion-
ate share of the cost.
