It is tougher for a man to make
a good showing with a team that is not
up in the going, and Cobb deserves all
the more credit for his work.

It is my opinion that Cobb is the
greatest hitter of all time.. The veter-

Cobb. "It is true that he has attained
higher averages in the past than he col-
lected for this yeur, and that he did
not realize his ambition to hit more than
400 each sedson for three consecutive
campaigns, but he has a grand average
of 408 for the three years, according
to the papers here on the coast.

It is at a terrific nervous strain that
Cobb, accomplishés what he does. He is
a very high strung mman, and he is ex-
ceedingly ambitions, so that he frets for
fear that someone is going -to take his
crown away from him. - Then, ' every
pitecher who faces him tries extra hard
against the great slugger because all the
crowds on the road demand that Cobb
be struck out. There is nothing that a
foreign crowd enj.ys more than to see
somie man who has mede a big name for
himself fan. Then it has a chance to
hoot him. I know that in my league I
always, go after Wagner with great care
and work on bhim because he is danger-
ous; for one thing, and because of his re-
putation. Therefore, it will be seen' that
Cobb’s reputation is a handicap.to him,
si he is always going up against the
best pitching which can be served to
hing e

Few persons know that Cob’s eyes
are not strong. On the contrary, they
are what occulists call weak, and one is
mug¢h worse than the other. I think it is
the feft eye out of which he can see only
about two-thirds as well as his right.
His eyes are very susceptible to any
strain and if he rides in an automobile
without goggles on, they become inflam-
ed and sore. He has o nu-se “hem and
bathe them all the time.

But Cobb does not bat so much with
his: eye and his body as with his head.
American Leaguers have told me  that
Cobb is the fastest thinking batsmon
ever to wear a wniform. He is always
“crossing. up” the 'other side by pretend-
ing to bunt one and then “busting” it
down the line, or drawing the shortstop
over to cover unc hitting through by
working the hit and run.

CARLETD’ P. EBYTERIAN CHURCH

J. K. Percy, provincial manager of
the Sovereign Life Assurance Company
of Canada, delivered an address of more
than ordinary interest upon the History
and Principles of Life Insurance, before
the Mens’ Association of the First Pres-
byterian church, #West St. John, yester-
day afternoon.

Going back to the origin of insurance
in the 17th century the development was
traced through the operations of the

Lombards and the world famous house
known as Lloyd’s Underwriters, an in-
teresting allusion being made to Ed-
ward Lloyd in whose coffee-house or
tavern were originated many of those
insurance schemes which in the middle
of the 18th century made Lloyd's fa-
mous.

In speaking of present day insurance
conditions in Canada Mr. Percey inti-
mated that the total number of policies
in Canada taken during 1912 was $219,-
205,000, which was greater than the
amount taken in 1911 by $42,388,000;
and that during the same year the pay-
ments to policyholders, including the
business done outside of Canada by the
Canadian companies, for - death claims,
matured endowments, dividends to pol-
icy-holders, etc. amounted in round fig-
ures to nearly $28,000,000.

This business was handled in Canada
by forty-five companies of which
twenty-seven were Canadian, seven
British and eleven American.

In concluding his address, Mr. Percy
offered many strong reasons why from
the standpoint of the individual, every
one should avail themselves of the pro-
tection which life insurance affords.
There was a very large attendance of
men, all of whom followed the points of
the address with close interest.
