CLEVELAN'D CAR FARES.
Ordinance for Three-Cent Rate, Whu'h
Was Favored by Mayor John-
son, Is Defeated,

Cleveland, O., Aug. 4.—The Schmidt
ordinance, providing for the grant of
a franchise to Herman Schmidt, insur-
ing three-cent fares on a part of the
city street car lines, was defeated at a
referendum election here yesterday
by a vote of 30,944 to 34,926.

The Schmidt ordinance was fostered
by Mayor Tom L. Johnson. The cam-
paign which was waged for the last
two months, has been particularly bit-
ter. Mayor Johnson, municipal office-
holders and others held hundreds of
tent meetings and urged the granting
of the franchise. A committee of one
hundred business men opposed it.

Now that the Schmidt franchise has
been defeated, an = attempt wiH be
made to secure the passage of an or-
dinance for the settlement of the car
fight along the line proposed by Fed-
eral Judge Taylor. His plan provides,
first, for a revaluation of the entire
street car property by a committee of
unbijassed citizens. ,He would then
put in force the three-cent fare plan,
charging one.cent for a transfer. In
case this plan failed to pay a six per
cent, dividend on the valution set by
the committee, the price of the fare
may be raised to seven tickéts for 25
cents.

EIR FOUND TO BE

Over 100 Plates Will Have to
Be Removed From
Steamer’s Bottom.

WIRELESS CHAIN
T0 BE COMPLETE

UNITED STATES WILL
BUILD NEW STATIONS

Lieutenant Hansdom on Way
to Alaska to Initiate
New Work.

Following the appointment of C. P.
BEdwards as superintendent of wireless
telegraphs for the Dominion of Canada
and the announcement made by him to
the Times recently of the intention of
the department to proceed at once with
the erection of the proposed stations in
northern waters, comes word from
Alaska that the United States govern-
ment are preparing to proceed with the
erection of more stations in Alaska
which will ‘complete the chain of sta-
tions all up the Pacific coast to the
Arctic circle.. The United States gov-
ernment has begn waiting for the Do-
minion to- complete the connection be-
fore they were willing to continue the
work in Alaska. Ten stations have
already been erected, but it is proposed
to increase this number considerably
and the work is to be undertaken at
once. 'This is the news brought south
by the steamer Princess Royal, which
arrived from Skagway yesterday,

Lieutenant Hanscom, an ~electrical
engineer connécted with the wireless
department of the United States navy
is how on his way north, and he will
have charge of the work of erecting the
new stations. The larger numper of
stations in that country are under the
control of the army, the navy depart-
ment supermtendmg only two, those at
Cordova and Sitka. The army depart-
ment has stdtions at Circle City, Fair-
banks, Fort Egbert, Fort St, Michael,
Petersburg. Safety Harbor, Wrangel
and Nome.

‘When once the government stations
on the coast are opened to commercial
work it is expected that the cost of
sending 'messages to Prince Rupert
and Alaska will be cut in half, fol-
lowing the example of the trans-At-
lantic and other companies in the east.
If wireless; did nothing else for the
country the faet that it had the effect
of reducing!the telegraph rates by
one-half would be a sufficient justifica-
tion for its” éxistence. *

This, it is understood is simply prepara-
tory work to entering the market with
the product on a large scale.

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IMPROVED SWEEP NETS,

Nor@vegién Patent That It Is Expected
Wil "'Work Economy:

A patent has recently been taken out
by Chr. H. Kahrs,“of Christlana on a
self-acting shtkmg-net which seems
as if it is gomg to be of far-reaching
importance to the fisheries,

On ‘account of”the taking out of for-
eign patents, the invention can not at
present be described in detail; but it is
‘said to have the following advantages:
A large catching power, very simple
construction, ease and speed in set-
ting and bringing into aection;. besides
which it takes only one-half the crew
in management as compared with oth-
er nets, and, last but not least, it is
very cheap.

The inventor, who has worked on
this invention for years, has made a
long series of trials. The construction
at first suffered from the fault that
larger .nets could only be employed on
comparatively deep waters of fifty
fathoms and over; but this the invent-
or has now ‘succeeded in overcoming
by a simple, but -ingenious arrange-
ment, so that the net now practically
can be ysed everywhere. Even a large
net now only needs at the most twenty
fathoms of water. An additional
patent on this arrangement will now
be taken out.
