RECREATION SCHEME
BEING CONSIDERED

Provisions of Measure Which Was Ia-
troduced at-Meeting of Civic
Board Moaday Night.

The Crystdl Palace-Winter Garden By-
law was introduced at the council meet-
‘pg. Monday. It was not very fully
discussed, bur it is evident that the comn-
cil are not unanimous on it. The views
of the city fathers will ve more liberally
ventilated when the debate on the second
reading arises. In the meantime the
‘ratepayers are arguing the pros and cons
in-the local press, and the prospects are
that it will be the subject of considerable
controversy before the by-law reaches
the public. There is a feeling among
certain “aldermen that tutne quesuon
should be decided at the time of the
municipal campaign, when it can be dis-
cussed- fully on the hustings. The by-
law is to enable the corporation to bor-
row $150,000 “for the making of a re-
ereation ground and other accessory n_nd
incidental works’at the eastern extremity
of the James Bay tlats.” 1ln view of the
interest the scheme has aroused it is
worth While to publish tie by-law as it
now stands., [t reads as foliows:

Whereas 2 petition under section 69
of the Municipal Clauses Act has been
presented to the municipal council sign-
ed by the owners of more than one-tenth
of the value of the real property in the
city of Victoria, as shown by the last re-
vised assessment roll, requesting the
said council to introduce a by-law to
raise & sum not exceeding $150,000 for
the making of a recreation ground and
other accessory and incidental works
upon the'lands of the corporation situate
at the eastern extremity of the James
Bay mud flats.

And whereas the total amount, required
to be raised annually by rate for.repay-
_ing the said debt and the interest théreon
and for creafing an amnual sinking fund
for paying the said débt within fifty
years mccording to law is $6,975:

And whereas it will require an annual
rate of 47-100 of one mill on the dollar
for paying the new debt and interest:

CURRICULUM EXTENDED.

New Studies to Be Introduced by
Faculty to Victoria College.

When the Victoria College opens on
the 28th inst., several mew courses will
be introduc¢ed the curriculum being ex-
tended to embrace an optional course.in
science, a commercial course, and also a
second year course in arts.: It has been
decided that the commercial course shall
end with the juniorgrade for the present
although it may be'seen fit to enlarge ifs
scope at some future date. By this ar-
rengement only the younger pupils may
take up this study which, according to
Principal Paul, will be one calculated fo
fit students to take aimost any position
in commercial jife. "Upon completion of
these studies examinationg will be held
by the education department and certifi-

ates awarded to the successful candi-
aates. It is also stated that there will
b an additional or post-graduate course
ot those qualifying being given diplomas
by the Victoria High school.

Arrangements have been made which
will be appreciated by students looking
forward to matrieulation in applied
science, In order to take advantage of
tris they will substitute mathematies for
Latin. As formerly matriculation and
first year in arts will be continued, the
cily difference being that the work of
the second year will be undertaken. This
Lhas heen decided upon in response to re-
peated requests,

Vicforia College, as is generally known,
is affiliated with the McGill University
as are also the Vancouver, Stanstead
(Quebec) and Kings (Nova Scotia) col-
leges.

NEW CHINESE NAVY.

Report From Pekin That Scheme Has
Been Drawn Up—Japanese Plans
~ Adopted.

Advices from Shanghai. received on the
steamer Pleidaes Monday, state that it
is reported from Pekin that a scheme
has been drawn up for the creation of a
new Chinese navy. Prince Pu-Lung,
who represented China at the St. Louis
exposition, is said to be the originator of
it, and he has been assisted by important
members of the government and high
officiais. - Prince .Ching, Yuan Shi-Kai,
vieeroy of Pechill, and» Tien-Liang, all
belonging to the board for the organiza-
tion of the new Chinese army; are co-
operating in working out the details, and
it 'is said that the funds necessary to
carry out the scheme have been arramged.
A special ministry of marine, it is said,
will be created, and its organization and
the technical language to be employed
will be borrowed from Japan.

It was #also intended to obtain the ser-
vices of a Japanese naval officer of high
rank to act as adviser. The central
office of the mew naval administration
will be at Tientsin, with subordinate es-
tablishments at” Shanghai, Chefoo, Nan-
king, on the Chusan Archipelago, and -at
Tapengi or Mirs Bay, near Hongkong.
The existing stations ofl the fleet at Tien-
tsin- and Nanking will be fortified and
taken over by the central administration
and naval schools will be established at
the six stations named under Japanese
and foreign instructors. The eventunal
tactical and strategical organization  of
the new Chinese navy will be in a num-
‘ber of divisions, composing two or more
squadrons, to ba détermined on later, te
be kmown ‘as theésactive fleet, and in ad-
dition 'to- these 4 Strong reserve squad-

SPLENDID SPORT
EASILY OBTAINED

SALMON TROLLING IS
A POPULAR PASTIME

Some Record Catches Since Commence-
_ment of Rua—Favorite Fish-
ing Resorts.

During the past month many Vieto-
rians have enjoyed sport which cannot be
so easily procured -anywhere else in the
world. This may seem a rather sweep-
ing statement, but it is nevertheless ab-
solutely correct. Where can such sal-
mon fishing as has obtained just off
Dallas road, near Foul or Oak bays since
the commencement of the run, be dupli-
cated? Those who have travelled
throughout continents and joined the‘p_ro-
cession of disciples of Isaak Walton to
the most famous resorts have agreed
ihat the sport which is free to Victorians
cannot be excelled. The fact is not pro-
perly appreciated, as is evident by the
comparatively small numbers who have
taken advantage of the opportunity.
Visitors have come here for a few days
and, although in the city for so short a
time, have not left before enjoying the
sensation of capturing at least ome of
these splendid fish, while many residents
have not yet cultivated sufficient enter-
prise to ‘try their luck.

For the past few days the salmon
trolling has become more popular. From
early morning until late in the evening
small rowing boats may be seen patrol-
ling up and down the Straits, and very
few of the fishermen return empty
handed. Hotel proprietors have become
accustomed when enumerating Victoria's
attractions to the hundreds of. tourists
who arrive daily to muution-the salmon
fishing, and not a few avail themsélves

of the chance for such.sport. " A short
. time-8go-an eastern traveller eame in on’

the evening steamer with the intention
of leaving the following day. - Hearing
of the salmon trolling he took an hour off
that night and succeeded ifi ‘capturing
a fish although less fhan .an hour in the
boat. Of course he was delighted. It
is the same with all visitors who have
trolled and met with success. It is safe
to say that Victoria’s repatation as a
tourist resort—will be considerably en-
hanced ' by the reports these pleasure-
seekers carry to their friends respecting
the piscatorial sport to be obtained at
the capital of British Columbia,

It perhaps is unnecessary to mention
some of the-largest catches which have
been reported since the run started. The
three most . frequented trolling wa-
ters as mentioned are the - Straits off
Dallas road, Foul Bay and Oak Bay.
From what can be gathered the record
kaul was made at Foul Bay when T.
Shotbolt brought to shore over forty fish
the result of a few hours’ trolling.  Fig-
uratively speaking, he siniply had to
drop the spoon into the ‘water, pull a

couple of timeés and then land his-vie-

tim. The latter always puts up a splen-
did fight, so that the sport may be more'
easily imagined than described. Several
times Mr. Shotbolt has visited “the
campers at Foul’ Bay ang distributed
salmon with a prodigality that has en-
sured his popularity among those so-
journing at that beautiful beach. While
this probably is the record in Tegard ‘to
number, the honor of = eapturing the
largest. single fish, that is'on a troll,
lies with John Tait. A few days ago,
after a desperate fight, '"he landed a
splendid specimen of the’gilver salmon
weighing no less than fifty-six pounds.
This is no exaggeration but a plain state-
ment of fact, and again 'demonstrates
what splendid sport is within easy reach
of all local residents. ‘In  addition ‘to
this many spring salmon gaveraging
iwenty pounds have been brought in by
fortunate  fishérmen, This species can-
not be excelled as a table fish, and the
enthusiast who succeeds in landing one
is indeed -considered lucky.

Bl’lt the places mentioned are not the
cnly omes where salmon fishing may be
indulged with 'every assurance of suc-
cess. | Saanichy Arm;: .a - wregort about
seventeen miles from Vietoria alang the

circles., Quite a number ‘of -exception~
ally fine catches have been reported at
regular intervals from that docality.

As a matter of fact the sport is so
accessible that those whé 'would appre-
ciate it do not seem to realize that the
cpportunity, is at hand.  All who:have
not yet enjoyed the sensation. of captur-
ing a salmon should purchase the neces-
sary tackle and hie- themselves to one
lt)'t the places mentioned without loss of
ime,

THE PACIFIC CABLE,

Details of Business Transacted During
Past Fiscal Year,

An account relating to the working of
the Pacific Cable Act, with the report
of the chairman of the Pacific cable
beerd, has been published as-a House of
Commons paper. The report says. that
the numbers of messages and words
tiansmitted during the year 1904-5 were
approximately 177,968 and 2,056,958 re-
spectively, of which 106,782 messages
3L4- 1,183,920 words were intercolonial.
The nudzited traffic figures for 1908-4
amounted fo 176,824 messages and
2.097,897 words, of which 108.5?[1 mes-
sgges and 1,232,928 words were inter-col-
orial. 'The actual expenditure of the
beard on the service of the cable during
the 12 en(]ionths ended March 31st, 1905,
atrounted t» £50,751 11s. 2d.; against
£04,824 19s. 8d. in  the previousg;ear.
The fotal receipts amounted to £87,446
iQc. 8d. (including a special item of
£5,118 15s. on account of repdir services
rerdered by the Iris) against £80,118
13s. 3d. last year. The surplus on actual
working was, therefore, £36,694 19s. 6d.
