SCHOONER MERSEY WRECKED
On the Central American coast—Other 

shipping news.
Cables conveying the news that the 

three-mast schooner Mersey has driven 
ashore to a total wreck on the Central 
American coast have been received by 
Hendry, Limited, the owners of the vessel. 
Beyond this and the fact that his orew of 
six seamen safely made land, Captain 
Newton Sponagle, of LaHave, gave no 
farther details of the disaster.

The location of the wreck is the San Btos 
coast. The Mersey left Halifax for Shel­
burne two months ago, loading lumber for 
Port Antonio, Jamaica. From Jamaica 
she crossed the Caribbean Sea and em­
barked a ooooanut cargo for New York.
It was in the initial stage of this passage 
that she was lost.

Plans had been perfected to have the 
craft carry coal from New York to this 
port and then to enter upon a charter to 
transport dry fish to Brazil for Job Bros, 
and Company. Fall Insutanoe was car­
ried on tne Mersey, and the cooosnute 
were insured also.

The Mersey was of 220 tons displace­
ment, and was built in 1905 at Liverpool 
by W. A. Hendry.

With one of the largest cargoes of fish 
shipped from Halifax, the barkentine 
Earlehall will get away from port on 
Monday, bound to Pernambuco, Brazil. 
This cargo consists of 9,990 drums of fish 
at present, but will be very close to 10,000 
packages when she sails. The value of 
this shipment is $70,000, and in quintals 
would be nearly 11,500. Job Brothers are 
the shippers.

The steamer Beothic cleared yesterday 
for Hndaan Bay via Sydney. Besides a 
general cargo of construction material 
and provisions she took forty-two men, 
machinists, clerks, laborers, etc.

The Napoli, the second of the Italian 
line of steamers to call at Halifax, is due 
this evening or early Sunday morning, ac­
cording to advices received by W. J. 
Fisher, Italian Consul, and ageot for the 
line, last evening. The Napoli baa 58 
passengers and 20 tons of cargo for Hali­
fax.

The naval college training schooner, 
which went on the rooks at Betty’s 
Island, has come off the Marine Slip and 
is at the Dockyard.

The schooner Harry, which was ashore 
at Owl’s Head, and afterward floated by 
the steamer Bridgewater, was towed into 
port yesterday afternoon by that steamer.

The Furness liner Dlgby and the Allan 
liner Mongolian, arrived this morning 
from Liverpool via St. John’s, with pas­
sengers ana freight.
