Referring to Messrs. Campbell’s Steam 
Tannery at Pictou: a correspondent of the 
Moncton Times writes as follows,—“This 
extensive establishment is situated on the 
outskirts of th« town. The buildings in 
connection with the concern will probably 
cover half an acre, 80 hands are employed. 
Tanning was commenced about 25 
ago on a small scale, since which time it 
has steadly grown to its present immense 
proportions. Sole and uppei leather is 
manufactured and having the most im­
proved machinery obtainable the work is 
first-class in every particular. The prin­
cipal markets are Newfoundland and 
Liverpool—the goods being distributed 
from the latter point to almost every part 
of England. It is of rather an unique 
design, tanbark direct from the vats being 
the only fuel used. The furnace is nothing 

nor less than a long oblong hole 
ning out 10 feet in front of and 16 feet 
under the boiler. By lifting small traps in 
the front the tanbark drops down into the 
fire underneath, the intense heat thus 
generating carrying the flames along under 
the boiler. By this contrivance an im­
mense amount of money is saved in the 
cost of fuel.
