comfortable as a man deprived of his
liberty conld be. He exhibited a minia-
ture double sleigh which he had made,’
and was apparently engaged in some other
handiwork.

Then the attoroey-geceral rose to address
the court for the defendants. He said there
were two questions before the court, 1e-
serving, for the present, the question as to
the admissibility of the evidence of Au-
gusta Smithers; and those were—first, did
the tattoo marks upon the lady’s back con-
stitute a willat all? and, secondly, sup-
posing that ' they did, was it proved to the
satisfaction of the court that these undated
marks were duly executed by a sane and un-
influenced man, in the prevence of the wit-
nesses, as required by the dtatute. He
maintained, in the first place, that these
marks were no will within the meaning of
the statate; but, feeling that he was not on
very sound ground on this point, quickly
passed on to the other aspects of the case,
With much force and ability he dwelt upon
the strangeness of the whole story. and how
it rested solely upon tho evidence of one
witoess, Augusta Smithers. It was only if
the court accepted her evidence as it stood
that it could come to the conclusion that
the will was executed atall, or, indeed,
that the two attesting witnesses were on
the iriand at all. Considering the relati

account showing a

that of Mr. Meeson, and which she here in
court identitied by means of a photograph.
Also, this same witaess produced a shell
which she picked up in one of the huts, said
to be the shell used by the sailors to drink
the rum that led to their destructions and
she swore that she saw a sailor’s hat lying on
the shore. Now, all this is corroborative
evidence, and of a sort not to be deepised.
Indeed, as to one point, that of the approx-
imate date of the execution of the tattooing,
it is to my mind final. Still, there does re-
main an enormous amount that must be ac-
cepted or not, according as to whether or
not credence can be placed in the unsup-
ported testimony of Miss Smithers, for we
can not call on a child so young as the pres-
en$ Lord Holmburet to bear .witoess in a
court of justice, If Miss Smithers, for in-
stance, is not speaking the truth when she
declares that $hs. signsture of ‘fhe testator
was tattooed upon her back ander his im.
mediate direction, or that it was tattooed in
the psesence of the two sailors, Batt and
Jopes, whose signatures were also tattooed
in the presence of the testator and of each
other, no will at all was executed, and, the
plaintif’s case collapses utterly, sivce, from
the very nature of the facts, evidence as to
bandwriting wonld, of course, be mnseless.
Now, I approach the decision of this puint
after anxious thought and some hesitation,
It is not a light thing to set aside a formally
exeeuted document such as the will of Nov-
ember 10th, upon which the defendants
rely, ani to entirely alter the devolution of a
vast amount of property upon the unsopport-
ed testimony of a single witness, 1t seems
to me, however, that there are two tests
which the cpurt can more or less set up as
standards, wherewith to measure the trath
of the matter. The first of these is the ac-
cepted probability of the action of an indi-

This writing must be executed with
certain formalities but if it is so exécuted
by a perscn not laboring under any mental
or other disability, it is indefeasible, except
by the subsequent execution of a fresh
testamentary document or by its destruc.
tion or att destracti animo
revocandi, o1 by mariiage. Subject to these
formalities required by the law, she form of
the document— provided that its meaning is
clear—is immaterial. Now do the tattoo
marks on the back of this Jady, constitute
guch a document, aod do they convey the
true last will or wish of the testator? This
is the first point that I have to decide,
and I decide itin the affirmative. Itis
true that itis not usual for testamentary
d ts to be tattcoed upon the skin of a
human being; but, because it is not usual, it
does not follow that a tattooed document
is not a valid one. The ninth eection of the
Statute ot 1 Vic., cap. 26, specities that no
will shall be valid unless it shall be in
writing, but can not this tattooiog be con-
sidered as writing within the meauning of
the act? I am clearly of opinion that it
can, if only on the ground that the material
used was ink —a natural ink, it is true, that
of the cuttle-fish, but still ink; for I may
remark that the natural product of the
cuttle-fish was at one time largely used in
this country for that very purpose. Fur-
ﬁhr, in reference, to this part of the case,
it mast be boroe in mind that the testator
was no eccentric . being, who from whim or
perversity chose this extraordinary method-
of signifying his wishes as to the disposal
of his property, He was a man placed in
sbout as terrible a position as it is possible
to conceive, fle was, if we are to believe
the story of Miss Smithers, moat sincerely
anxious to revoke a disposition of his prop-
erty which he now, standing face to faze
with the greatest issue of this life, recog-
nized to be unjusy, and which was certainly
contrary to the promptings of oature as cx-
perienced by mosc men. Aond yet in this
terrible strait in which he found himself,
snd notwithstanding the carnest desire
which grew more intense as his  vital forces
ebbed, he could find absolutely no means of
carrying out his wish, = At length, however,
this plan of tattooing his will upon the
living flesh of a younger and stronger
perzon is pressuted to kim, and he eagerly
avails himself of it; aud the tattooing is
duly carried out in his presence and at his
desire, and as duly signed and witnessed.
Can it be seriously argued that s dosument
80 executed does not fulfill the bae require.
ments of the law? Ithigk Ahat it can not,
and am of opinion th4t such a document is
as much a valid will as though_ it had been
engrossed upon the skin of a sheep, and
duly signed and witnessed in the Temple.

‘Ard now I will come to the second
point. Is the evidence of Miss Smithers to
be believed? First, let vs see where it is
corryborated. It is clear, from the testi-
mony of Lady Holmhurat, that when on
board the ill-fated ‘Kangaroo,” Miss Smith-
ers had no tattoo marks upon her shoulders.
