These reports were adopted after a 
brief discussion.

The report of the board of governors 
of Acadia was next presented and 
passed, after some discussion.

In the af ternoon session Dr. Cohoon 
presented the treasurer’s report for 
the colleges, showing that there was 
a surplus of $611.52 to connection with 
the college residence, that through the 
second forward movement the college 
Is now entirely free from all debt, $26,- 
043.40 having been used; that through 
this same movement a first mortgage 
of $4,728.26 for Horton Academy had 
been paid off, leaving the building en­
tirely free from debt; that on the busi­
ness of the year the academy showed 
a deficit of $2,176.59 and the seminary 
a surplus of $1,658.13.

There is a debt of $40,223.35 against 
the seminary and against all the Insti­
tutions a total of $47,400. It Is hopqd 
to the coming year that all this will 
be wiped out

The report of the committee on the 
Grand Ligne mission, presented by 
Rev. D. Hutchinson, was after discus­
sion referred back.

That this convention appoint a com­
mittee to communicate with the other 
Baptist conventions and unions to Can­
ada, with a view to the securing the 
appointment by each of them of a 
similar committee to Institute a union 
committee, to consider the question ot 
a union of all the Baptist churches ln 
the dominion for the presentation of 
mlselons, home and foreign, and of 
other Interests, with a scope as great 
as the bounds of the dominion, and to 
report to the next meeting of this con­
vention.

В. M. Sipprell moved as an amend­
ment that the matter be deferred for 
the present.

The amendment was lost and the 
original motion carried.

PLATFORM EDUCATIONAL MEET­

ING.

In the evening Rev. H. T. DeWolfe 
spoke on some of the essentials of a 
first class school tor girls. He was 
followed by Prof. Sawyer, who gave a 
brief history of Acadia Seminary, and 
Rev. W. L. Archibald, who dealt with 
the relation of the Institution to the 
people.

Rev. Dr. McLeod and Rev. D. Long 
entered the convention at this point 
and were received with great applause. 
They were Invited to seats on the plat­
form and made short addresses.

Dr. Trotter gave a review of the 
work of Acadia during the year, stat­
ing that there is a proposal before the 
board of governors to engage Rev. W. 
L. Archibald for a period of* two years, 
ln travelling through the province dis­
seminating knowledge concerning the 
Acadia institutions.

In the afternoon session It was de­
cided that the convention approve the 
appointment that home missions 
retary to the provinces of Nova Scotia 
and P. E. Island should also be field 
secretary for denominational funds, and 
the appointment was left with the 
finance commissioner of Nova Scotia 
and a commissioner of the board. This 
is a new departure, and after a lively 
discussion It was carried.

At 3.30 p. m. Dr. Gates presented the 
report dealing with Baptist union as 
published to the Bun today. Great ap­
plause met the statement that to New 
Brunswick uot one Baptist church had 
voted against the basis of union. It 
was decided unanimously to consider 
the historical part ot the resolution as 
passed. The only objection arising to 
the convention was Jn reference to the 
proposed name, "United Baptists." 
Jonathan Parsons, lawyer of Halifax, 
moved ln amendment that the word 
“United” be dropped and the 
simply be ‘‘Baptists.’’

B. D. King of Halifax, lawyer, sec­
onded the motion. Mr. King said he 
was heartily ln favor of union, but 
had three objections to the proposed 
name. First, it would be making a 
new denomination; second, If you make 
a new denomination^ what Is to be-

First, to include Madawaska, Vic­
toria and parishes of Wicklow to Kent 
and Carleton County; second, the re­
mainder of Carleton Co.; third, York 
Co.; fourth, Sunbury Co. and Gage- 
town to Queetis; fifth, remainder ot 
Queens Co.; sixth, Charlotte Co. and 
western part of St. John;1 seventh, 
Klnge and remainder of St. John; 
eighth, Albert Co.; ninth, Westmorland 
Co. ; tenth, Kent, Northumberland, 
Gloucester and Hestigouche.

(6) Your committee recommend that 
convention approve the action of the 
Joint committee to arranging for the 
first meeting of the association of the 
United Baptist Churches of N. В to 
be held to the'city of St. John imme­

On the Macnaquash field the united 
Baptietil and Free Baptiste are under 
pastoral care of Rev. W. M. Field.

Thus It is apparent the union has 
come, not waiting for actions of com­
mittee, conferences or conventions.

Your committee would ask the 
ventlon to give Its moral support to 
the following resolution, passed by the 
Mint committee, viz.: It is desirable 
1» the Interests of the united body that 
the Messenger and Visitor and the 
Religious Intelligencer, present organs 
of the two bodies, be amalgamated.

And, finally, your committee recom­
mends that once more this convention 
heartily declare Itself as favoring the 
organic union ot our denomination 
with the Free Baptists of New Bruns­
wick on the basis and terms of organ­
ization heretofore presented and ad­
opted,

And further, we recommend a stand­
ing committee on union be appointed, 
whose duty It shall be to meet other 
committees of other branches of the 
Baptist family and confer with the 
same, looking towards the complete 
organic union of the whole Baptist 
household of the maritime provinces.
