He referred to Mr. Borden's now
celebrated message to the St. John
Standard, saying it was a very proper
message, giving as it did the assur-
ance that if returned to power Bor-
den’s government would not delay or
hinder the work of developing the
national ports.

Co. had not been returved, and hoped
it was an assurance that the govern-
ment intends to accept the tender and
carry on the work this winter.
