Strawberry Batter Puddinge.

Mix together 1 cup of slightly mash.
ed berries and 1 cup of granulated
sugar, then make a batter of 2 well
beaten eggs, 1 cup of milk, 1 table
spoon of butter, 1 1.2 cup of fiour Lo
which you have added a pinch of salt
and 1 teaspoon of baking powder. Fill
greased cups half full of the batter,
then place a layer of the crushed ber-
ries, fill with batter to within a third
of the top, place in a steamer and ok
for 40 minutes or bake for 30 minutes.
Serve with strawberry sauce,

Strawberry Sauce.

Cream together 1-2 cup of sugar
and 14 cup of dbutter, add the white ot
1 egg well whipped, then 1 oup of
mashed strawberries. Place on lce
to chill and harden before serving.
This sauce s very good on bread pud:
ding also.

Strawberry Dumplings.

Line muffin pans with short biscult
dough, fill with sweetened and slightly
chopped berries, then cover with the
dough. Pinch the edges together and
brush over with milk. Bake 26 min.
utes, then serve hot with strawberry
flavored hard sauce.

Strawberry Snow,

Whip the white of 1 egg to a stilf
froth with a pinch of salt, add grad-
ually 3 tablespoons of powdered sugar,
alternating with 1 cup of strawberries
mashed and pressed through a steve,
Whip well, as the snow will increaso
perceptibly in volume., Serve in a
wlass dish with sweetened whipped
cream,

Pineapple Strawberry Preserve.

A novel preserve is made by com-
bining strawberries and pineapples
For every pint of prepared, fresh pine
apple pulp allow an equal weight of
sugar, and three quart boxes of straw.
berries, also the welght of the hulled
berries in sugar.

Cook the pineapple and its equiva-
lent in sugar for fifteen minutes befora
adding the berries and their welght of
sugar. Continue cooking them for aa-
other fifteen or twenty minutes, then
put away in glass jars or tumblers, like
all preserves,

It is not uncommon to combine
strawberries with other fruits, greatly
to their improvement. One-third the
amount of green gooseberries is a
good thing, The green berries are 1o
tender they quickly stew to plecea
and the red color of the strawberries
dominates s0 they are not notices
able in any way but for the improved
flavor,

Strawberries with rhubarb, or white
currant julce, lemon juice, and even
cherry julce, are other combinatione
that find flavor.

Pineapples combine with other
fruits, even with tomatoes for preserve
the tomatoes giving a bright color
and delicate pulp, and the pineapples
the flavor.
