BerMn, Aug. 18—The Hoover relief
administration applied to the Soviet
Govarnment for permission to con-
tinue its baby-feeding work in the dis-
tricts of Poland occupied by Bolshev-
ists, but received a flat refusal from
Lenine, Trotsky and company. I un-
derstand that the administration ex
Platued in its reguest that the wark
of children’s relief was purely human-

barian, without bias against bolshev-|H

ism or any other political opinion and
that Polish children were no less in
need after than before the advance of
the Red armies. The Soviet reply in
substance, however, said that it did
not care to have a lot of Americans a*
farge in its Lerritory even on an errand
of humanity, and deciined, therefore,
o give them the facilities to continue
the work.

The Hooverites at Warsaw made
several efforts to penetrate the Bol-
shevist lines and investigate condi-
tions at Vilna and othier towng where
the ghildren’s fund operated up to the
time of the Bolshevist invasion, but
unsuccessfully. It is feared that the
g&canty supply of local foodstuffs in
such places may have been smapped
up immediately by the food hoarders
and that the chuldren of the poor are
in a far worse plight than before the
Hoover work in Poland commenced,

The Bolshevists, in their conversa-|_

tions with German newspapermen,
make a great play of intentions to
rush up food supplies for children and
the population behind their lines in
occupied Poland to bring home the
blessings of the Soviet rule, but so far,
according to the reports received from
the occupled areas, their efforts have
not passed from the stage of hope and
promise into that of performance.
Canned milk, oatmeal, flour., clothing
and other suppiies adapted to the re-
quirements of children, which the
Hocver organization has been distri-
buting for months in Poland ,are con-
spicucusly lacking.

INTERESTING
DEVELOPMENTS
AT RATE HEARING

Suggestion Thrown Out There
Is No Necessity for Increase
of Rates in West.

PICK FLAWS lN C.P.R.
STATEMENT

| Statistical Expert for the Com-
‘ pany Controverts Many
l Figures Presented by Oppo-
sition Counsel.

Ottawa, Aug. 18.—(By Canadlan
Press)—An inleresting development
in the hearing wefore the Rallway
Commission of the application of the
Canadian Railways tor increases in
freight and passenger rates came just
before the five o'clock adjouwrnment
this afternoon, when H, J. Symington,
counsel for the Government of Mani-
toba, threw out the suggestion that,
in view of the fact that operating ex-
penses are lower and earnings higher
on Western C. P. R. lines, the same
necessity does not exist for am in-
crease of rates in the' West.

Mr. Symington had been examining
Mr. W. J. Moule, assistant comptroller
of the C. P. R. at length on the cost
of operation in the Kast and West,
it being shown that, during the- past
four yeans, net operating expenses in
the West are lower than in the East,
and the net earnings per train mile
are-higher, those for 1919 being ap-
proximately eighty per cent. higher,

East Helping West.

Mr. Moule in reply said the operat-
ing expenses in the Bast are largely
incurred for the benefit of the West.
These include lange expenditures for
port terminals, etc. For this Teason,
he said, operating rates are not a
proper indication of earnings on Bast-
ern and Western lines, Expenses in
the East 6f this kind were not, he
said, spread over the entire system.

The fight throughout the entire sit-
ting “was centered on the statement
submited last week by the C. P, L ER
and designed to show the need of that
company for higher rates if it is to
be prevented from h aving a deficlency
duving the vear, which will end in
June 30, 1931, In that statement it
was claimed that the C. P. R. faces
a possible deficit of over thirtyseven
million dollars if the existing scale of
wages is continued in force,

»

Mr. A. C. MacMaster, counsel for
the Toronto Board of Trade, met the
C. P. R. figures with a counter state-
ment designed to establish that the
company is likely to have a surplus
of at least nineteen millions. Mr.
W. J. Moule, the statistical expert for
the (mnrpunv controverted many of
Mr. MacMaster's figures, declaring
that those submitted by the company
were well within the mark,

Mr. Symington, counsel for the Gov:
ernment of Manftoba, submitted fig-
ures to show a natuml increase in
traffic In 1920 over the preceding
| vear. Om this basis, he said the total
Jm(rmw for the year would be $242-
lrwonmn of which the C. P. R. would
get 44 per cent. While agreeing that
the Increase in freight traffic for the
first six months of 1920 was over
twenty per cent., Mr. Moule was not
certain that this would ba maintained
A forty per cent. increase in freight
rates, he said, would give a surplus
on freight traffic, but he was not
certaini~that a 20 per cent .increase
in passenger rates would lead to
such satisfactory vesults. If not, the
difference would have to be made up
from the eamings on traffic. Mr
Moule was willing to admit that the
increase in rates on the other side
of the border was a factor in the pres-
ent application, but it was by no
means the only factor, the application
being based upon the needs of the
railways for more revenue. It has
been thought, he said, that an increase
of more than 20 per cent in passenger
rates might have a tendency to dry up
the business.

Questioned by Mr. Symington as to
the present ability of the C. P. R to
funetion Mr. Moule said that the
system was in better condition in
1913 and subsequent years when the!
train mileage was higher. He agreed
that am increase of 20 per cent., or
onedalf cent per mile, in passenger
mtes would probably yield an addi
tional revenue of eight and a half
million dollans,

In answer to Mr. Symington, Mr
Moule stated that he estimated that
the adoption of the Chiacgo labor
board scale of wages by the C. P. R.
would mean an increase in the pay
roll of approximately $22 000,000, He
admitted that last winter was a hard
one on the railways, and that the diffi-
culties caused by
cold might be partial
for the increase of 1.
operating ratio.

“It is the lo-
gical coatinuation of Wilson's policy
of zham and hypocrisy, It is the poi-
fey of the Versailles Treaty and tae
stiain of the author of the lourteen

“What will be the reaction of the
Rusesian people to this American de-
claration as to faith in their nation
and the promise to protect Russia trom
dismemberment and help to feed her?'
Kopp was asked.

"The Russian peopie or at least the
Soviet Govermnent xnows the views
expréssed by the Washington declara-
tion are not those of the American
people: They are not even the views
of American business ana certaniy
not the sentiments of labor. We Lope
the working classes of the United
States will repudiate this Wilson atti-
tude and that the business men will
demand its repeal. What is certain is
that America will not find an import-
ant European power, apart from
Frauce, to co-operate with her in such
a policy.’

That is all Herr Kopp could say or
tacught his government would wish o
say on this question. The correspond.
ent then asked his impression of the
situation in Moscow, whence .e re-
turned Thursmay, and the Boishovist
again striking the ambassa:

“The best impression I can, give of
conditions in Soviet Russia is to point

“The interview which took place at
the Soviet headquarters on Untene
Ten Linden was abruptly ended by
the entrance into Kopp's office of an
evidently impontant Bolshevist with a
courier from Moscew. The man wore
an extremely long beard and on both
hands two unusually large diamond
rings.
