Tt is a petition of right
tvled by Messrs. McCarthy, Osler, Hoskin
and Creelman, the eminent firm of solic-
itore, of Toronto, against her majesty, by
the Qu’ Appelle, Long Lake and Naskatche-
wan Railroad and Steamboat Company, the
Qu’ Appelle, Long Lake and Saskatchewan
nd Company (Limited), of London,
land, the Honorable Donald Maclnnes,

0O.er & Hammeond, of Toronto, and the
Honorable William Pugsley, of St. John,
N. B. From a perusal of the petition of
nght on fyle in the cxchequer court, which
iz a very voluminous pleading, consisting
of nea1ly a hundred pages of printed mat-
ter, it appears that the Railway Company
constructed its line of vailway from Regina
to Prince Albert in the Nerthwest Terri-
tories in conuideration of a land grant of
6,400 acres per mile, it being agreed that
the lands should be fairly fit for settle-
ment. The total grant to the company
amounts to 1,497,344 acres, which it be-
came cntitled to in 1890, when the railway
was completed and accepted by the gov-
ernment. From this is to be deducted
199,114 acres reserved by the government
as security for repayment of any balance
which, at the end of 20 years, might be due
the sovernment by reason of a vearly pay-
ment which the government agreed to
make of 380,000 per year, from which the
company's charges for carrying the mails,
AMounted Police and Indian rupplies are to
he deducted, the land being security for
any balance due.

Quality of the Land.

Thus the net quantity of land which the
company is entitled to receive is 998,230
acves. The supplicants allege that out of
the reserve set apart for the company by
the government, in 1890, there is only 224,-
356 acres coming within the description of
lands fairly fit for settlement, leaving a
hortage of 773,894 acres, and they mnow
claim compensation for the deficiency, with
interest since 1890, when the grant was
eained. The petition sets out-that lands

complete as fol-
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quarter section of which, as respects soil
and climate, is capable of enabling a man
to make a reasonable living for himself
and bis family.

As lands in the Northwest, suitable

for settlement, are selling as high as $5
per acre, by the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company and other land companies,
it will be scen that the claim of the sup-
plizuts, with interest, if based on that
fiwaze would amount to upwards of $5,000,-
000, and as lands in the west are rapidly
increasing in value, it is probable that the
Jong delay in arriving at a settlement has
juaterially increased the damages which
thie petitioners may possibly recover.
The petition sets out voluminous cor-
re:pondence had with the minister of the
interior in the previous government, the
offer of the company to accept land in
other localities and its refusal to accede
o their request. 1t also shows that con-
stant efforts have been shade by the pres-
ent minister during the past four years to
reach « solution cf the difficulties and his
failure to do so, and finally his-admission
of his ivability, owing to the claims of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company and
other companics holding agreements made
with the previous government, to grant
to the suppliants other lands than those
in the reserve set apart for the company,
{he ercater portion of which has been re-
juc:ml.

A Misconception.

The present very serious difficulty seems
{o bave avisen from a misconception of
the available areas of land in the North-
suitable for settlement, and the
sranting to the various companies of more
land than was available.

Having failed, as the petition claims, to
sceure its grant, the Railway Company and
the other suppliants, who are its grantees,
allege that they have been forced to sue
the crown in order to recover compensation
for the breach of contract.

Halifax Wants a Lightship
and Syren,

Ottawn, June 19-—(Special)—In the
houre today, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in re-
ply to Sir Charles Tupper, said that Te
would make an announcement in a few
days in regard to what the government
would do respeeting the Indian famine
fend.

The premier also announced that he
would give notice tomorrow for moining
sittings.

Mr. Taylor called the attention of the
house toa report that Corporal Courtney,
who refused to march a squad of men to
drink the health of the Queen in beer,
because of his temperance principles, was
reduced. This report was contained in‘a
letter to Mr. Taylor.

Rir Wilfrid said that he would refer
(ke matter to the minister of malitia.
Sir Charles Tupper, on going into £up-
uly, brought up the question of represen-
tation for the Yukon in the dominion
parliament. Tle read the resolution of
the people of the Yukon asking for repre-
entation in the house of ccmmons by
two members. He thought that the gov-
ernment should arrange at once for this
representation on the census taken by the
Mcunted Police. In conclusion, he
moved: “That this house is of opinion
that immediate provision should be made
for representation of the Yukon Territory
in the parliament of Canada.”

Premier Laurier said that before the
first of July the government intended
bringing into force an act passed last
session giving representation to the peo-
ple of the Yukon in the Yukon council.
This bill made provisions for two alected
members to sit in the council. When the
census was taken, next year, probably in
January, but nol later than April, ar-
rangementz would be made for represen-
{ation in the commons. Some valuable,
information would be obtzined from the
dected - council.  The question as to
whether one cr two members would be
required in the Canadian parliament was
a matter which had to be decided.

Mr. Yoster supported Sir (harles: Tup
per’s views and piteh2d into the auto-
cratic way in which he said the wresent
council transacted its busine's.

Sir Louis Davies replied that he had a
report on ‘the matter of the Lunenburg
harbor which Mr. Kaulbach might at any
time sec. As to the question of the Hali-
fax harbor he informed Mr. Jorden that
the matter was earnestly pressed upon his
attention by Dr. Russell who was now
engaged in aunother part of the building
on a special committee. The authorities
at Lloyds- had placed the high rates on
Canadian shipping on the ground that we
had not proper aids to the navigation of
the St. Lawrence and to certain faults in
the loading regulaticns. Halifax suffered
irom confusicn in the minds of the Lloyds
by which all Canadian shipping was classed
alike.

Mr. Dobell had pointed out to the Lloyds
the great improvements that have been
made in the St.-Lawrence in the last few
vears as to the loading regulations, The
various shippers had not been able to agree
on proper regulations, despite Mr. Dobell’s
continual efforts. He thought that Can-
ada was most unjustly discriminated
against by the English Lloyds. Last year
he had been in Halifax with his officers
and the conclusion they then came to was
that the new aid asked for a lightship,
was not urgently required. However, a
thorough enquiry might be made.

Mr. Dobell agreed with Mr. Borden that
a lightship outside of the harbor would
be of great service, although there were
great difficulties in the way owing to the
heavy storms and Tocky bottom. As re-
gards the deckload he expressed his regret
that we had not had a new deckload law
as he believed the deckload was largely
responsible for the heavy insurance rates.
Licyds had told him that the
heavy rates  were not due to
the aggregate- losses but to the par-
tial losses of deckloads. He wished to see
a provision that no deckload should be al-
lowed to cross the ocean without inspec-
tion. The only place from which any ob-
jection to such a law mad come was St.
John, and there William Thomson & Co.
were practically the only ones who ob-
jected.

Sir Charles Tupper referred to the dis-
crimination against Halifax and other
Canadian ports. He said that the dis-
crimination was made not by the com:
mitteo' of Lloyds but by those who had
desks in Lloyds. The government should
make every possible effort to have that
discrimination abolished. He favored the
establishment of a lightship at Halifax.
There should even be a Canadian Iloyds
established in order to protect the great
shipping of this country from the injustice
that is done to it by the English Lloyds.

Sir Louis Davies—"}ear, hear.”

Mr. Iielding regretted that the subject
of discriminating imsurance rates had been
associated with that of a new lightship
for Halifax harbor, as there was no connece-
tion between them.

_After Mr. Foster had spoken on the
Yukon representation, Mr. Putteer (Win-
nipeg) followed, putting forward the claims
of that city for more representation. The
house then divided on the amendment,
which was lost by 46 for to 72 against, a
majority of 36 for the government.

No  moner
could be better spent than in. improving
the approaches to the harbor. The loss of
one vessel, to say nothing of lives, would
cost more than a lightship. Halifax could
easily be made a perfect harbor, and
shouud be at this time, when there was
such unjust and scandalous discrimination
against Canada in England in the matter
of insurance rates. Mr. Borden asked
what steps the government was taking in
regard to these insurance rates. “Nothing
should be left undone to render the im-
portant harbors of this country as safe ax
the resources of Canada will make them.

Mr. Kaulbach (Lungnburg) endorsed all
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that Mr. Boren lad said, and spoke from

+hip at Halifax harbor. Shipping rates,
he said, had greatly increased because of

to the harbor. At the same time Mr.
Kaulbach asked for a bell buoy for Lunen-
burg harbor.

In supply Sir Hibbert recumed the de-
bate upon his motion to strike out the
calavy of Mr. Ryley of the interior de-
partment, dealing principally with the
Yukon matters.
