The Mountain Meadows Massacre.—|

A Mormon Bishop informs .on
" his Brethren.

In the New York -papers of Monday
there is published the affidavit of a
Mormon “Bishop” who took part in the
massacre of an Emigrant train in 1857.

In this year a large body of men, wo- ‘
ien and children, 'in “respectable cir- -

cumstances, lel; Arkansas for California,
where they proposed to - seitle. T}.ley
crossed the Plains via Salt Lake City,
in wagons, filled with provisims,lcloth-
ing and valuables, besides agriculturdl
and mechanical implements, and taking
with them carriages for the convenience
of the ladies and-children. ** They rest-
ed every seventh:day in their jourpey,”
says one report of the pilgrimage, “and
« engaged in religious exercises in their
« own way, as had been’ their custom at
“home. They appeared to be related
“ to each ether -by families or by mar-
«riage, and with the toddling infant
« playing in the-camp at night might be
« geen the venerable patriarch of three
“gcore years and ten. All seemed
«happy together.” These good people,
in the midst of fancied security;imagin-
ing that every honest heart wished them
well threugh their long and: tedious
journey, were murdered in cold blood,
no member of the party ever returhing
to tell the tale of the horrible slaughter.
The Mormons were suspected of the
terrible crime, and it was Tepeatedly
charged upon them, but they invariably
and indignantly repudiated itand finally
persuaded the American people that the
tragedy was the work of the Indians.
But now a witness of the scene, a man
who took part in the massacre, appears
on the stage and reveals the origin, pro-
gress and conclusion of the whole affair.
This witness is Philip Klingon Smith,
at present a resident of Lincoln, m Ne-
vada, in 1857 “Bishop of the Church of
Jesus Christ of the Latter-Day Saints”
in Cedar City, Utah Territory. He
testifies on oath to the Emigrant Train
passing through Cedar City; when the
Mormon Militia were called out and
followed the train, their Lieut. Colonel
J. C. Haight, the “ President” of the
Mormon Church at Cedar City, having,
as he alleged, “received orders from
head-quarters to kill all of the company
of emigrants, except the little children.”
Other Mormon leaders asserted that
«the decree had passed devoting the
company to destruction.” The un-
fortunate emigrants, though surrounded
by the well equipped and mounted Mor-
mons, appear to have fought well, as
appears from ‘the following sworn state-
ment of Smith :—

After the fight had been going on for
three or four days -a messsenger from
Major Lee reachied Cedar City, who stated
that the fight had not been altogether suc
cessful, upon which Lieut. Colonel Haight
ordered out a reinforcement. At this time
1 was ordered out by Captain John M.
Higby, who ordered me to muster *‘ armed
and equipped as the law directs.” It was
a matter of life or death to me to muster or
not, and I mustered with the reinforcing
troops. It was at this time that Lieuten-
ant Colonel Haight said to me that it was
the orders from head quarters that all but
the little children of said company were te
be killed. Said Haight had at that time
just returned from head-quarters at Paro-
‘wan, where & military council had been
held. There had been a like council held
at Parowan previous to that, at which
were present Colonel Dame, Lieutenant
Colonel 1. C. Haight and Major John D.
Lee. The result of this first council was
the calling out of said regiment for the
purpose already stated. The reinforcement
aforesaid was marched to the Mountain
Meadow, and there formed a junction with
the main body. Major Léd massed all the
troops at & spring and made & speech to
them, saying that ¢ his orders from head-
quarters were to kifl the entire company
except the small children.” I was not in
the ranks at that time, but -ob one side
talking to 2 man named Slade, and could
not have seen a paper in Major Lee’s
hands.

THB DEVIL’S FLAG OF TRUCE.

Said Lee then sent a flag of truce into
the emigrant camp, offering said emigrants
that “‘if they laid down their arms he would
protect them.’” They accordingly laid
down their arms, came out from that camp
and delivered themselves up to said Lee.
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The women and children were then, by the
order of said Lee, separated from the men,
and were marched a! of the men: After
said emigrants. had marched about half a
‘mile. towards Cedar - City. the order was
given to shoot’ them -down. . At that time
said’ Lee was at the head of the column.
was in the rear. 1 did not hear Leo give
the-order to fire, but heard it from the un-
der officers as it was passed down the
column. :
PHE EMIGRANTS WERE THEN AND THERE SHOT
DOWN, :

pot know the total number of said com-
any, as I did not stop to count the dead.
immediately put the little children in
baggage wagons belonging to the re iment
took f.l%:m to Hamlin’s Ranch and
from there to Cedar City,and procured them
homes among the people. John Willis
and Samnel Murdy assieted me in' taking
charge of said children. On the evenin
of the massacre, Colonel W. H. Dame an
Lieutenant-Colonel I. O. Haight came to
Hamlin’s, where I had the said children,
and fell into a dispute, in the course of
which said Haight told Colonel Dame that
if he was going to repdtt ot the killing of
said emigrants ** he should not have order-
ed it done.”” I do not know when or where
said troops were disbanded. About two
weeks after said massacre occurred said
Major Lee (who was also Indian A%ent)
went to Salt Lake City, and, as I Dbelieve,
reported said fight and ‘its results -to7 the
commander-in-chief. I was not present at
either of the before-mentioned councils,
nor at any courcil connected with the
aforesaid military operations, or with said
company. I gave no orders except those
connected with the saviog of the children,
and those after the massacre had oecurred,
and said orders were given as bishop and
not in a military sense. At the time of the
firing of the first volley

I have made the foregoing statement before
the above entitled Court for the reason that
1te'icve that I would be assassinated should
1 attempt to make the same before any
Court in the territory of Utah. Aftersaid
Lee returned from Salt Lake city, as afore-
said, said Lee told me that he had reported
fally to the President (meaning the com-
mander-in-chief) the fight at Mountain
Meadows and the killing of said emigrants,
Brigham Young was at that time the com-
mander-in-chief of the militia of the terri-
tory of Utah. ;

The motives of this aet of atrocity are
not far to seek. A cotemporary thus
states them :—

It was, undoubtedly, the desire of the
Mormon leaders in carrying out the atro-
city to strike such a deadly fear into emi-
grants that the route across the Territory
would be looked on as a grave. They
wanted no knowledge of the Territory to
go abroad, and they wanted no settlements
within it, save such as filtered through the
Mormon Church. This is nakedly what
the ‘order to exterminate the Arkansas emi-
grants meant, no matter what other pre-
tences may have been cunningly circulated
to account for it, even among the ignorant
Mormons, who would do for revenge what
they might fear to do in furtherance ot
suc{ a bloody policy.

Since the massacre by Nana Sahib
and his blood-thirsty wretches, or the
attempted murders of innocent persons
by Fenian cut-throats, no tale of horrpr
equal to this of the Mountain Meadows
Massacre has been given to the world.
It is so in keeping with the threats and
the known acts of the Mormon outlaws,
that it is believed by well informed
journalists and will be generally accept-
ed as the truth by the American
people. Wherever the tale is told
the indignation of all civilized people
will go out against a community whose
hands have been thus imbued in inno-
cent blood. The New York Herald
well says:—

It is an awful confession, and one that
will awaken the whole United States to
demand that this dark paze in our his-
torp be illuminated by a full investiga-
tion and the prompt punishment of the
guilty wretches who slew innocent and
unoffending men, women and children.
It was with this confession before them
that a few honorable citizens of Utah
asked Congress, during its last session,
to so grovido for the holding of courts
that the murders in Utah could be prog-
erly investigated and the guilty brought
to punishment. Brigham Young, who
knew what was hanging over his head,
sent a deputation of two Mormon Gen-
tiles and their wives, together with his
favorite Apostle Cannon, to lobby and
corrupt where they could to prevent leg-
islation. And while that was natural
enough for Brigham Young to do it was
curreutly reported that his financial
agent at the seat of government had per-
manently secured in the judiciary com-
mittees of both the Senate and the House
all the influence necessary to frustrate
every measure that promised the dreaded
investigation.

A ¢ Black Friday” in Baltimore.

Baltimore has had its “Black Friday,”
as well as New York. This time it
was not Gold, but Coffee, that produced
the panic and its failures.  On Friday
last, the following houses went. under,
with liabilities ranging between two
and three millions of dollars :—

Lozear Brothers, wholesale grocers, of
Exchange place, who went to protest on
Wednesday and whose sdfspension was fol-
lowed yesterday by that of the old firm of
Kirkland, Chase & Co., heavy importers
engaged in the West India and Brazil
trade ; J. C. Bridges & Co: and William
Boyne & Co., wholesale grocers on Com-
merce street, and A. A. Perry & Co.,
wholesale lumber merchants, extensively
engaged manufacturing staves and shooks
for the West India trade, and several other
failures are reported to-day.

The Baltimore Sun says the hotises
all to have sufficient assets to meet their
indebtedness, if realized. The dmerican
says it is generally believed that the
suspension will be only temporary, and
that most, if not all, of these houses will’
speedily resume business. The Gazelte
remarks that no such disaster as is in-
volved in the failures has befallen
Baltimore for a long series of years,
“and the day deserves to be ranked in
the history of commerciai events here
with the famous Black Friday in New
York.” Thé New York Herald has the
following editorial comment on the
subject :—

Several failures are reported among wkat
have been considered the soundest, as they
were the heaviest, commercial firms in
Baltimore. A large decline in the value of
coffee; consequent upon the reduction im
duty, is pointed at as the cause of the dis-
aster, though the details of the matter
hardly seem to bear dut that assumption.
All the suspended firms were intimately
connected ; the failure of one crippled the
others and the whole circle have been com-
pelled to stop. There was no precipitancy
in the removal of duty from coffee, which
had long been generally demanded, and
prudent dealers bad ample opportunity to

uard against loss by the decline in. price.
f these Baltimore importers have suffered
to any considerable extent from this cause
it would appear that they must have failed
to exercise ordinary business sagacity.
But even if they have thus suffered for
their own folly their. case illustrates the
danger of frequent modifications of the
tariff, which unsettle values and derange
the currentsof trade. Stability of imposts
allows dealers the opportunity to extend
their plans into the future and calculate
with certainty about prospective values,
while the liability to frequent and great
changes in ‘the tariff reduces mercantile
ventures to a game of chance.

From China to New York via the Suez
Canal.

The first arrival of the - year at New
York from China via the Suez Csnal
was the steam propeller “Glengartney,”
laden with teas, which reached New
York on Friday. last. Her arrival ex-
cited great interest among the New
York merchants. Her voyage is thus
traced :—The ¢ Glengartney” left the
port of Amoy July 6, Singapore July 15,
Point de Galle (Ceylon) July 24, Aden
August 5, and passed through the Suez
Canal the 13th and 14th of August with-
out accident. Gibraltar was touched
on the 25th of the same month and
Madeira on the 28th, since which the
time to the evening of Wednesday last
has been occupied in crossing the At-
lantic. The steamer experienced the
South-west monsoon in the China ‘sea,
and the finest of weather in the Medi-
terranean and the Atlantic. -Though

the Suez Canal, he complains of the ex-
cessive charge for its use, the gross
tonnage, rather then the registered ton-
nage, being taxed, a change in this re-
spect having been recently made. The
“Glengartney” was armed with two
twelve-pounders and a large stock of
rifles, cutlasses, ete., for solf protection
in the case of disaster in the China seas.

Bc-
lieving that the public will appreciate a
frank statement from one who lives by
their patronage, I do not consider it out of
place to say here that the result of the for-
mer Jubilee gave me the house in which I
live, and about a thousand dollars a year
from an investment made by the commit-
tee for the benefit of myself and family. It
will be admitted that this small income
was not sufficient to **move the world ;”
consequently, in my-struggles here and in
Europe during the last two years, to bring
about the late Jubilee, I was compelled t0
incur expenses which might legitimately
be added to expeuses of the Festival, but
which, under présent circumstances, .l
must make an effort to meet myself. This
is the way the matter stands; and while 1
would gladly retire from the field for a
while, could I afford it, feeling greatly in

Military Riot in Jamaica.

Jamaica papers speak of a military riot
at Kingston on the 3rd ult. The Colonial
Standard, after describing the outbreak of
a serious fire in Port Royal street, causing
damage to the extent of £10,000, and nar-
rating the steps taken for its extinction,
says :—*“All fears having subsided, the
military sounded their bugle, and here it
becomes our duty to report a frightful scene
enacted by the soldiers. It appears that
s>me gentleman, anxions to show the men
how much he appreciated the efforts they
had made to save- the city, distributed
liquor among them. The aid of the con-
stabulary was naturally called in to pre-
vent a rush. Some constables offended
some soldiers by refusing to.let them pass,
and the latter commenced beating the con-
stables with their belts. Inspector Ficld
received a blow on the head, which drew
blood. The ery was raised that the soldiers
were murdering constables. Men, women
and children who remained to see the last
of the fire, ran helter-skelter, pursued by
the soldiers. Along Pert Royal street, up
King strezt, on Harbour street, in every
direction, were persons fleeing from the at-
tack of the military. Razors and bayonets
were used. Several constables were struck
down, and just shortly before the melee a
blow was aimed at the police magistrate,
which most fortunately did not reach him.
The attack was at its height at 1 o’clock,
and it was not until some time after that
hour that the soldiers were got together
by their officers and marched back to camp;
not, howev. r, until they bad done feariul
mischief to the constabulary. Several mem
of the latter force were most severely in-
jured and were taken to hospital—three of
them being now in a dangerous state.
Others were picked ap along the streets
and conveyed to. the Harbour street police
station. One man, William Reed, had
three wounds on the head. evidently in-
flicted by a hatchet, and a razor wound on
the left side. William Armstrong had a
gash on the forehead and a fractured fin-
ger. Louis Spencer had a bayonet wound
through the left cheek and a wound in the
head, and three others, Anderson, Berry
and Clarke, received severe blows and
bruises about the body. Private Lennard
had his uniform cut with a razor in several
places, but by a miracle he escaped un-
hurt.”
