Rev. R. Walter Wright, the author
of “The Dream of Columbus,” has
published a new volume of verse,

The sonnets on great Hebrew charac-
ters are marked by depth of reflec-
tion and a dramatic power to appre-
ciate their magnitude.

“And I drink full draughts of fresh-
flowing wine

bravery’ which he declares ‘‘due, per-
haps, to his Canadian birth.”
