A Steamship-Company Not Liable for Deter-
foration in Cattie in-Transit.

MonTRreAL, Dec. 8.—Yesterday Hon. Jus-
tice’ Cimon adjudicated upon a case which will
prove interesting to owners of sea-going ves-
sels and exporters ot cattle. A cattle -dealer
named Joseph Kelly some months ago shipped
a herd of cattle to Kngland by the steamship
Quebec of the Mississippi and Dominion
Steamship Company. The vessel had not been
long out when a heavy storm carried off her
rudder. Being compelled to remain a very
long time at sea, and water consequently run-
ning short, all the animals were allowed but a
very small quantity of the latter every second
or third day. The result of this was that a
very large number of them died, and when the
ship arrived in Liverpool the rest of them
were in luch lllckl condition that the pur-
chaser from M { ly would not acceptthem.
The nuthormes of the eompau& however, sold
them the next day for Kelly then
entered action against tha company for $7000
damages for the loss he had sustained through
their alleged negligence.

The company answered that the storm had
been the cause of the misfortune, that Mr.
Kelly’s loss was full{ covered by insurance
and that they were willing to give up the £300
they had derived from the sale of the surviv-
ing cattle.

The court yesterday held that the ship had
done all in its power to save the cattie and
they were not to blame if any had suceumbed.
The action should therefore be dismissed, but
the £300 should be remitted to the plaintiff.
