Gerald, who comes from Marys-
ville, enlisted in the Air ¥orce in
Septemper 1940 at Chatham, N. B,
went o Quebec City, Manning Pool,
and Victoriaville, I. T. S. He began
training for a pilot at Windsor
Mills E FF T 8 and won his wings at
Summerside, P. E. L in October,
1941.

Proceeding overseas in the same\.
month, he remained in Ergland |
until January, 1942 then went to
SQouth Africa for a short time. He
was sent to Cairo as a member of |
the 250 “Sedan” squadron and oper- !
ated with the Eighth Army. His|
squadron was the first to provide]
support for Marshal Tito’s forces.

As a member of the first tactical |
Air Force, he operated in Egypt,
Libya, Tunesia, Algeria, Tripoli-
tania, Malta, Sicily, and Italy. He
returned to England as an in-
struetor, and after seven months
was given a months leave in Can-
ada.. He went back to England in
January, 1945 and operated with
the second tactical Air Force, 416,
and 448 squadrons in France, Bel-
gium, Holland, and Germany. He
was repatriated in September, 1946
and entered Alexander College cn
January 14.
