Is the text of the War Mea-
sures Act which was invoked
Kriday by Prime Mumis-
ter Trudeau against Quebec
Terrorists:

An Act to confer certan
powers uoon the Governor in
Council in the event of War,
Invasion, or Insurrection.

SHORT TITLE

1. This Act may be ciled as
the War Measures Act. R.S.,
c. 206, s. 1.

EVIDENCE OF ‘WAR

2. The issue of a proclamation
by Her Majesty, or under the
authority of the Governor in
Council shall be conclusive ev-
fdence tha! war, iavasion, or

insurrection, real or appre-
hended, exists and has existed
for any period of time therein
stated, and of its continuance,
until by the issue of a further
poclamation i is declared
that the war, invasion or in-
surrection no longer exists.
R.S. c. 208, s.p. 2.

Powers 0f Governor In Council

3. (1) The Governor in Council
may do and authorize such
acts and things, and make
from time to time such orders
and regulations, as he may by
reason of the existence of real
or apprehended war, invasion
or insurrection deem neces-
sary or advisable for the secu-
rity, defence, peace, order
and welfare of Canada; and
dor greater certainty, but not
50 as to restrict the generality
of the foregoing terms, it is
hereby declared that the pow-

ers of the Governor in Council
shall extend to all mafters
coming within the classes of
subjects hereinafter enumer-
ated, that is to say: 3
(a) censorship and the control

and suppression of publica-
tions, writings, maps, plans,

photographs, communications

and means of communicztion;

(b) arrest, detention, exclu-
sion and deportation;

(¢) control of the harbors,

ports and territorial wales of
Canada and the movements of :
vessels;

(d) transportation by land,

air, or water and the control

of the transport of persons

and things;

(e) trading, exportation, im-

portation, production and

manufacture;

(I) appropriation, control, for-

feiture and disposition of

property and of the use

thereof,

(z) AW ordets and regulations
made under this section shall
have the force of law, and
shall ‘be enforced in such
manner and by such courts,
officers and authorities as the
Governor-in<Council may pre-
scribe, and may be varied,
exiended or revoked by any
subsequent order or regula-
fion; but if any order or regu-
lation is varied, extended or
revoked, neither the previous
operation thereof nor anything
duly done thereunder, shall be
affected thereby, nor shall
any right, privilege, obligation
or liability acquired, accrued,
Accruing or incurred thereun-
der be affected by such varia-
tion, extension or revocation,
RS, c. 206, s. 3.

4. The govenord - in-Council
may prescribe the penalties
that may be imposed for vio-
lations of orders and regula-
tions made under this act, and
may also prescribe whether
such penalties shall be im-
pesed upon summary convie-
tion or upon indictment, but
no such penalty shall exceed a
€ine of five thousand dollars
or imprisonment for any term
mot exceeding five years, or
both fine and imprisonment,
RS, c. 296, s. 4.

5. No person who is held for
deportation under this act or
under any regulation made
thereunder, or is under arrest
or detention as an alien
€nemy, or upon suspicion that
he is an alien enemy, or to
prevent his departug‘e from
Canada, shall be released
upon bail or otherwise dis-
charged or tried without the
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consent of the minister of jus-
tice. R.S., c. 206, s. 6. |
6. The provisionc of the
three sections last preceding
shall only be in force during
war, invasion, or insurrection,
real or appreheaded. R.S., .
208, s. 6.

Procedure

7. Whenever any property
or the use thereof has been
appropriated by Her Majesty
under the  provisions of this
aci, or any order-in-council,
order or rtegulation made
thereunder, and compensation
is to be made therefor and
has not been agreed upon, the
claim shall be referred by the
minister of justice to the Ex-
chequer Court, or to a supe-
rior or county court of the
province within which the.

~claim arises, or to a juage of

any such court. R.S., c. 208, s.
7

8. Any ship or vessel used
or moved, or any gcods,
wares or merchandise dealt
with, contrary to any order or
egula'ion made under this
act, may be seized and de-
tained and shall be liable to
ferfeiture, a! the instance of
the minister of justice, upon
proceedings in the Exchequer
Court of Canada or in any su-
perior court. R.S., ¢. 208, s. 8.

9. Every court mentioned in
the two sections last preced-
ing may make rules govern-
ing the procedure upon any
reference made to, or pro-
ceedings taken before, such
ccurt.or a judge thereof under
the said sections. R.S., ¢. 206,
S. 9.
