The price of a pack of pills fluctu­
ates greatly depending on the b rand 
name of the pill and the pharmacy's 
price for that brand. With pharma­
cies able to mark up the pnce of pills 
by whatever percent they choose, it’s 
worth your while to phone a few 
pharmacies and find out how much 
you'll pay.

All pharmacies operate under a 
system by which they charge a dis­
pensing fee for the process of filling a 
prescription. Dispensingfeesforbirth 
control polls are not the same as the 
fee charged to dispense other pre­
scription drugs. This is a fee that you 
pay ON TOP of the price of your 
prescription. The dispensing fee and 
the number of packs of pills you can 
get per single dispensing fee varies 
greatly from store to store.

Prices increase twice yearly - Janu­
ary and J uly - so you should get as
