The

a.aendment adopted at the sixth session raised the number of elected repre-

s,mtatives from 10 to 12, so as to provide for increased representation from

Africa and the Middle East. At this -session, therefore, there were seven vacancies

to be filled. Uruguay, Roumania, Afghanistan and-China were the candidates

a;reed on for the Latin American, Eastern European, South Asian and Far

Eastern regions; they were elected on the first ballot. Morocco was also elected

f ,,,i the first ballot to represent Africa north of the Sahara, and the Congo (Léo-
