given to a large number of those engaged in this work. Many ot
them have by great self- 'enial gone to places of isolation, and are
there giving their lives for the welfare of these needy people.

The Self-Sacrifice of the Workers.

Wherever this self-sacrifice and service has been given for the
sake of the Master, by placing the co-workers by the side of the
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poor, needy, unfortunate and downtrodden, the result has been
that the workers themselves have been lifted nearer God. It is in
such fields of labor discipleship has proven the truth of the say-
ing, “ Men are great not according to the number of their servants,
but according to the number whom they serve.”
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
