School for the Blindât Brantford
To tin- Editor Catholic Registei :

Dear Sir,—I ask your assistance to 
enable me to get into communication 
with the parents or guardians of all 
the blind children in Ontario, under 
the age of twenty-one years. The In­
stitution for the Education and In­
st nut ion of the Blind, maintained by 
the Ontario Legislature, admits as 
pupils “all blind youths, of both 
sexes, between the ages of seven and 
twenty-one, not being deficient in 
intclKect, and free from disease or 
physical infirmity, being residents of 
the Province of Ontario.” It is not 
necessary that the applicant shall be 
totally blind, Ihe test ts inability to 
“read ordinary type and attend a 
school for seeing without serious in­
jury to the sight." The initial diffi­
culty is to locate the children who 
are eligible for admission, and it will 
he helpful in the future if your read­
ers will send me the names and ad­
dresses of blind children under seven, 
as well as of those between seven 
and twenty-one.

Should you favor me hv the publi­
cation of this letter, I would ask 
your readers not to depend upon the 
parents of the children with defec­
tive sight to attend to this matter. 
If all could witness the gain in 
health, happiness, knowledge and .self- 
reliance that comes to those xxho, de­
prived by their affliction of access 
to the public schools, take advantage 
of the educational facilities afforded 
by this Institution, none would 
grudge the time and trouble required 
to widen the scope of the school’s 
influence. Send me the names ami 
addresses, and I will by correspon­
dence or visitation do the rest.
