THE MISSIONARY

The Italian scientific institute
Societa Italiana di Antropologia e
di Etnologia of Florence has en-
dorsed the great Vatican Mission-
ary Exhibition and declared it a
collection of such extrsordinary
geientific value that all Italyis proud
of it.
