ATLANTA, Ga., April 2—“When the
farmers of the south and the business
men of the south say the word, funds
will be immediately available in suf-
ficient volume to forever place the
great industry of cotton production on
a stable foundation, free from. the
chance fluctuations of the n{arket, re-
lieved of the attacks of manipulators
and leaving the gigantic erop raonopoly
of this section to respond, unembar-

The
result should mean to the south an
annual cash saving ranging from $150,-
000,000 to $259,000,000.”

In these terms, Daniel J. Sully, who
drove cotton to its highest market
price since the civil war, ioday oflt-
lined the purpose of his visit to the
south,

Continuing, Mr. Sully said his plan
contemplated “the creation of an im-
pregnable business system which shall
do away with the annual necessity of
the farmer sacrificing niillions of bales
of cotton for pressing debt, congest-
ing. the market, hammering down
prices, upsetting the reign of suppiy
and demand and losing :to this sec-
tion the tremendous sums that are its
due in return for the one crop indis-
pensible to the needs of civilization;
and a minimum fund of $10,009,000, sub-
scribed hy' the most conservative finan-
ciers of the United States available
to be invested in such ironclad securi-
ties as shall ipsure the ability and the
responsibility _of the plans of the pro-
moters to.redeem their promises and
obligations to the last detail.

‘“The backbone of the plan is a chain
of bonded warehouses throughout. the
south, sufficient in number and capac-
ity and house one-third of the crop
and that one-third, as has been dem-
onstrated, will be the balance of pow-
er which will render market congés-
tion impoessible and insure the disposal
of the crop in strict conformity with
the laws of supply and ‘demand.”

SOUTHMPTON, Friday, March 26.
—The citizens of Southampton have
Inaugurated a movement to erect a
suitable memorial to the Pilgrim Fa-
thers on the spot whence they sailed.
The project has as its head as chair-
man and president of the fund, Mayor
R. G. Oakley; the secretary is C. F. J.
Heamshaw of Hartlet University Col-
lege, and Col. Albert Swalm, the Am-
erican consul, is a, member of the com-
mittee. Companratively few Americans
know that the pilgrims embarked at
Southampton instead .of at Plymauth,
as is generally supposed, and only put
in at Plymouth for repairs to the
boats. An appeal for funds soon will
be circulated on both sides of the At-
lantic.

Plymouth has three memoriats of the
sailing of the pilgrims from that place
and they are visited by many Am-
erican tourists. There is a stone set
in the pavement of the pier at the
Banbacon with the instription “May
Flower, 1620,” and on a nearby wall is
a tablet reciting that on the 16th of
September, 1620, “after being Xkinaly
entertained and oourteously used by
Civers friends in their dwelling, the
Pilgrim Fathers sailed from Plymouth
in the Mayflower in the providence of
God to sattle in new Plymouth and to
lay the foundation of the New Eng-
land states.” There is also a window
in the Guild Hall ‘depicting the em-
barkation of the pilgrim band.

EXTENT GUSTAINED

Reform League Looks Into
Political Activity of
Civil Servants

TEDDY CLEARED

NEW YORK, N. Y., April 4.—The
report of the special committee ap-
pointed by the National Civil Service
Reform Leagué¢ to investigate the
matter of political activity on the part
of federal officers was made today.
The,committge has systematically gath-
ered current press reports of alleged
undue political activity and, sifting
out the more serious accusations
sought to determine the truth.

The conclusion of the committee,
briefly stated, is that the charge to a
great extent is sustained. A notable
exception is reported in the alleza-
tions rade during the last congress
to the effect that Mr. Roosevelt order-
ed certain federal office-holders to the
support of Mr. Taft for the Republican
nomination. The committee finds th-t
evidence to sustain the charges made
is wholly lacking. On the contrary,
Mr. Roosovelt is credited with having
advanced the'cause of civil service re-
foerm by so amending the divil service
rules as to prohibit employes in the
competitive service from taking part
in political conventiens.

On the broad question of the per-
nicious activity in politics of the fed-
eral office-holders, however, the com-
mittee finds that a most undesirable
situation exists. Of the more than 300,-
000 federal office-holders one-third are
not amenable to clivil service classifica-
tion. These officers often exact @ pow-
erful influence in politics and consti-
tute in the opinion of the committee a
menace to frae institutions. The
remedy is to be found, the committee
beleves in an extension of the classi-
fled competitive service and a clearer
definition of the executive order gov-
erning political activity in the wun-
clageified service. \
