A telegram from Roslecheno, says, 
“ At three o’clock on Thursday after­
noon the Russians were surrounding 
Keizlitepe. Moukhtar Pasha, des­
perate at seeing his communications 
with Kars threatened, advanced with 
twenty battalions to meet the Russian 
centre. The Turks were received 
with crushing artillery fire. The 
Russian tirailleurs drove them back, 
pursuing them to Soubalon till night 
fall.

The roar of Dominion politics in 
Ontario is rolling east, and everyday 
brings nearer the inevitable conflict. 
Dr. Tapper in bis speech at Barrie— 
which we should judge to have been 
the most successful of all bis efforts— 
referring to a previous speech Of the 
Premier, said :

Mr. Mackenzie says that ‘“Sir John 
simply resigned at the last moment, be­
cause he found that if he had gpne to a 
vote, he would have been defeated in a 
house of his own choosing, for many of the 
men, elected under his own auspices, with­
drew their confidence and would have voted 
him out of office on finding of what he had 
been giiiity.”

Now, at Brampton, I challenged these, 
gentlemen, as I challenge them now, to 
name one single man who withdrew Ills 
confidence from Sir John Macdonald's 
Government wliicl* led to his resignation, 
who did it because he thought him guilty 
of anything. They named three ; the last 
which anyone would expect to be named— 
Glass of London, the telegraph contractor ; 
and Donald Smith, the Representative from 
Hudson Bay, who claimed public money at 
the hands of the Government and was very 
much annoyed because he did not get it. 
Another was Colonel Hay, of Nova Scotia, 
who up to the full of the late Government 
was a varm friend.' I will tell you what 
was the reason tl;e Government fell. It 
was not because Sir John was guiltv, or 
that he had been proved guilty. Many 
people thought he had done something very 
wrong, but they were not to he found within 
the walls of Parliament. But I will give 
you tl»o reason and the names of those who 
caused the fall of the Government—-Sinit' , 
Burpee, Coffin, Ross, and Laird. Who are 
these gentlemen ? They are nien who were 
ambitious to be in office ; they wished to be 
in the Cabinet, and Sir John had not room 
fo them. So they sold their principles and 
the parts they had been elected to support, 
and made a bargain with Alex. Mackenzie 
that if lie would put them in the Cabinet 
they would go over and form a coalition. 
There is the fact that in the most important 
crisis in Canadian history, the man who 
had been denouncing coalitions as immoral 
and corrupt, no sooner had a chance of 
getting power than lie bought up five of his 
opponents with seats in the Cabinet, and at 
the same time bought up also the friends 
they were able to influence.

We hope, if any conservative pic­
nics take place this autumn, Mr. 
Smith will be invited to be given an 
opportunity of answering these 
things.

The Girl Harney !

Foul Play Suspected 1

Our readers will recollect that, 
some weeks ago a girl aged about 16, 
was discovered missing at Port 
Phi ip, N. S. An alarm was raised 
and parties of men searched the 
woods in the vicinity for some days, 
but finding no trace of her, the search 
was abandoned. About four weeks 
ago the body of a girl was picked up 
at Cape Traverse, P. E. I. An in­
quest was held on the remains, but 
no evidence being forthcoming as to 
their identity, the jut y returned a 
verdict of foqnd drowned, and the 
body was buried. The identity of 
the girl Harney and tho body found 
was at once sutmised by the people 
of Port Philip, and indeed the 
saspicions of certain persons that the 
girl had not been fairly dealt with 
found currency in rumors, which re- 
Milted in Detective Hutt taking up 
the case. lie went to P. E. Island, 
had the body exhumed, established 
by the dress, etc., to his own,satis­
faction that the deceased was the 
Port Philip girl, and then returning 
lo Port Philip, had Mrs. Harney, the 
girl's mother, and Harney, tho step­
father, arrested for murder. The 
preliminary examination took place 
yesterday at Oxford.
