BOYS AT SHORNCLIFFE

Artillerymen Meet Belgians and 
Get Confirmation of Ger­

man Atrocities,

Major Percy A. Guthrie is not with 
the Princess Patricias but is second 
in command of the 7th Battalion of 
the First Canadian Division now fight­
ing in the trenches in Northern 
France-

In a letter to his brolher-in-law, Sgt. 
Major H. T. Brewer, caretaker of the 
military property in Fredericton, Major 
Guthrie says that he received his ap­
pointment on his return to Tldwort-i 
Barracks after visiting the Second 
Canadian Contingent at Shorncliffe.

He was advised of his appointment 
on March 16th and left for France 
that night to join Lt. Col. Hart-Mac- 
Harge, the officer commanding his 
new battalion. The \ ,h Battalion is 
composed largely of British Columbia 
men and is one of the best battalions 
of tin First Contingent. Major Guth­
rie had no less than five offers to go 
to the front with British regiments 
and had made up his mind to accept 
one of those offers, having cabled the 
Militia Department at Ottawa to that, 
effect when his appointment to the 
til Battalion came.
Lt. Col. Hart-McHarge is a South 

African war veteran and a previous 
winnuer of the King's medal for shoot­
ing.

The vacancy which Major Guthrie 
fills is said to have been caused by 
the former major of the 7th Battalion- 
having been killed in action.

Visited Shorncliffe-
Letters received here by Mrs. Guth­

rie from her husband, and dated March 
3th and 14th, tell of his visit to the 
amp at Shorncliffe. In company with 

Capt. Ronaid McAvity, of St. John, he 
saw all the Fredericton boys of the 
23rd and 24th Batteries just as they 
were lining up for church parade on 
Sunday. According to Major Guthrie 
every one of the local young men 
looked the picture of health and he ex­
pressed his pleasure at being able to 
meet the men, from this city who had 
volunteered for such a worthy cause. 
One of his letters will be published in 
The Gleaner tomorrow.

Artillerymen Meet Refugees.
The " members of the 23rd and 24th 

Batteries now located at Shorncliffe 
have already met a number of Belgian 
refugees and have learned that the 
stories which they heard of German 
atrocities before leaving here were 
only loo true.

Gunner Charles Clarke, of the 23rd 
Battery, in a letter to his mother, Mrs. 
H. M Clarke, George street, tells ot 
meeting a number of Belgian refugees, 
one of whom told of having seen the 
Germans take four Belgian policemen 
out, line them up against a fence and 
shoot all four ol" them dead for no good 
reason whatever.

FOR CEM'PEIKE
Former Adjutant of the 71st 

Regiment in Line for 
Paymaster.

Capt. J. P. McPeake, of this city, 
formerly adjutant of the 71st Regi­
ment, is slated for the position of 
paymaster of the 12th Battalion, now 
at-the Canadian Training Depot, Eng­
land. In a letter to his wife here, 
Major P. A. Guthrie, who is now In 
France, tells of the probable promo­
tion of Capt. McEeake. “Major Ham­
ilton, our paymaster, has been trans­
ferred temporarily to the Record Of­
fice at Salisbury and will be sent to 
London,” states Major Guthrie in his 
letter. “Capt. J. P. McPeake has 
taken over Major Hamilton's duties 
and will likely be paymaster.”

Copt. McPeake was With the 3rd 
Highland Infantry Brigade when he 
left Valcartier, but was transferfed 
back to the 12th Battalion a few 
weeks ago. He is a capable officer 
and hts friends here will learn with 
pleasure of his promotion.

For weeks two of the ablest detec­
tives in the C. P. R. service have been 
engaged in the case, but the arrest of 
Pétrucci -«is the first time they have 
shown thefr hands. Petru-ccl was to 
appear before Magistrate Limerick to­
day, but because" of the Magistrate's 
illness the case had to be postponed.

The warrant for tli£ arrest of Pé­
trucci was sworn out here on the 24th
