British Navy Surgeon in Disgrace.

Hanrrax, Feb. 4.—8taff Surgeon John
L. Ahearne, of the cruiser Talbot, hasbeen
tried at Bermuda by court martial for
drinking intoxicating liquors to such an
extent as to cause illness.
