Thirty mefi, o it wae understood,
were employéd on this work at Cal-
gary at a cost of about $150 a day and
Edmivuton stonecutters’ objected stren-
uously to the stonecutters of the south-
ern ecity being favored in this way.
Upon enquiry, however, the trouble
has turned t to be a mare’s nest.
The board of trade here took up the
matter with the government, and yes-
terday also a delegation from the
Stonecutters’ union. ealled upon At-
torney-General Cross to submit their
gsievaner. The latter had the matter
looked into.

In reply to a telegramm sent yester-

Presidemt Lindsay's Statement.

Asked for a statement of the fire
losses today President Lindeay, of the
C. N. P. €. company, gave out the

In this avea agre situated the city of
Fernie, and the towns of Hosmer and
Michel, all mining camps. There is a
large mining plant at Coal Creek, near
Fernie, from whence comes the larg-
est outpat of coald.

Although the fire has been within
two miles of Coal Creek, the town may
be said to be safe, and although the
fire is. all around Michel, there is no
grave appreheasion as to it.

Ho:mier has e-caped with little loss
on its mining side, but Fernie has
been ccmpletely obliterated, - only
twenty-thres houses and three business
houses being left.

On both tanks of the Blk river are
a laige number of saw milling indue-
wies, all of witieh, with the one ex-
cepiioa, have boen swept out of exist-
enve, aud pielbebly a large number of
men have lost their lives in the woods.

The bodies recovered so far are six-
teen, and there will be more, but in
the wooeds only.

The loas of the Crow’s Nest Pass
Coal company, owning the mines at
Coal Oreek, Fernie and Michel, will
be $200:088; the C. P. R. will lose $200,-
000; the &reat Northern railway will
lose about “$250,000, and the lumber
companies net loss more than a mil-
lion. The loss of timber to the Crow’s
Nest Pags Coal company will not be
less. than a million. The loss in the
city: of Fernie will be not less than
two million.

There is no rain in sight, and the
fire continues slowly up the moun-
tain sidesi but nothing but. very high
winds would: do much damage, as the
valley along its lower portions is swept
clean of everything combustible.

Relief in the form of meney, supplies
and bedding have come in with great
freedom, and. everyone is now under
canvas in Fernie. :There are about
3,000 women and' children  at Cran-

brook; 1o the west of Fernie, and about) provide for the assessment

1,600 at Lethbiridge to ‘the east, but
t!.n-y ‘are being slowly brought back to
Fernie, where tent accommodation can
be provided for them.

The generosity and kindness of the
people of Cranbrook. and surrounding
towns has been unsurpassed, and good
committees are handling the situation
at Fernie expeditiously.

TRAFFIC THROUGH SO0 CANAL.

Shows ln.creased Business in July,
But iBg Decrease For Year.

Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., Aug. 6.—The
traffic report issued at the canal of-
fiee to-day shows increased business
for July over former months, but the
season is still many millions behind
last year.

The net tonnage for the month was
7,088,149. The total to date is 13,090,-
474, as against 24,881,156, for the cor-
responding period a year ago, a de-
crease of nearly twelve millions. Iron
tonnage fer Ju‘)_v was 4,372,892, wheat
nearly five and a half million bushels
and nearly. four million bushels of
other grain, and the coal traffic was
over two millions,

Sixteen thousand passengers were
carried in July, equally east and west.

THE LIQEOR LAWS

Anglican Clergy in.§ession in Calgary
Pass Resolutio t This)

Calgary, Aug. 7—The strike of the
machinists at the C. P. R. shops is
causing but little excitement as yet
in the city., The general public is not
apparently troubled by the serious na-
ture of it. The company has adopted
with t ostility of labor men an
many others who are opposed to Ori-
ental lTabor, that is in bringing in =2
bunch of twenty-one Japanese into the
shops. They are employed as wipers.
The men arve holding meetings twice a
day. They have nothing to give out
further than that everything is pro-
gressing eatisfactorily and that their
reports are very iavorable.

’ Synod Continues Sessions.

The Anglican synod continued its
sifting yesterday and much business
was transacted and many iateresting
reports were listened to. - Canon Webb
read the report of the executive com-
mitter, stating that he had been pre-
sent{ at the conferencer at Red’ Deer
on July 7 and 8 and had been much
surprisd with the excelleney of that
conference: and the keenness shewn
to ¢he end. This conference had been
of the utmost value.

The report of the committee of can-
ons and rules of ordéer was then read.
They had considered the propositions
submitted to them by the synod and
their report of these  was regd. An
important ameadment to (‘a‘:&n two
was read, the object of which is to
ensure that the finaneial and church
vears shall end on the same day. The
financial year has up to the present
time ended on Kacter Monday and as
Easter is a moveable feast. the months
in the year have been of diffrent num-
bers, with the result that it has been
almost impossible to form. a compari-
eon from year to year.

Held in Abeyance for Years.

This resolution has been waiting to.
be passed ior mauny years. Clause 3,
to strike out in canon: 3; section 1, the
words ‘‘general licemse,” substituting
the word “‘permission,” has been put
in that there may be a distinet dif
ference between irregular and licensed
clergymen, Canon 27 wae altered: te
sfands
for the travelling expenses of the dele-
gates to« the vayious meetings. This
assessment is to be made on all funda
other than those for 'misisonary or
building purposes. Clause five sug-
geated that all parishes failing ito pro-
vide- thede assessment ghall' be consid~
erea at fault. 2

The report of the temperance com-
mittee was next read. The solution
of this problem lies not in laws made
by parliament but in the personal ef-
forts of men and wemen. Atiention
was drawn to the present measures
dealing with this subject, some of
which were that no wholesale license
will be granmted to a place with less
than 1,000 inhabitants. No hote]l lic-
ens ewill be granted to a place with
less than 40 dwellings. No licensed
building may stand nearer than. 200
varde to rany chureh, school- er: cel-
lege. No person under 21 years of age
may be supplied with: liquor or allowe
ed to loiter about the bar.

Prohibtion. Has. Evils.

These, the committee consider fo be
generally beneficial. The committee
referred the synod to the report of the
general synod concerning the temper-
ance legislation in Norway and Swed-
en, which shows that the eystem em-
ployed there has had the effect of in-
creasing drunkennees and there is. no
deubt that prohibition brings many
evils in its train. The gystem in vogue
in Denmark was referred to and it
was shown how great the sSuccess of
the cafes inaugurated there had been.
These cafes sell light beer and. other
drinks, hot and cold, while billiards
and other games may be indulged in.
The light beer provided has -been
specially prepared by arrangement
with the breweries whereby. it iz non-
intoxicating and free of duiy. ‘The
report was read by Candn D’Easum
and was received with loud applause
and upanimously adopted and. is to be
printed in the annals of the synod.

Subsequently a resolution was pas-
sed to the effeet that this synod ap-
proves of the liquor laws: recently
brought inte force by the attormey
general of the. provinee.
