TO MASSAGE AWAY WRINKLES.
If your face is badly wrinkled a fif­

teen minute massage each day will 
be necessary, but if there are only a 
few tiny lines, five minutes will suf­
fice. Before manipulating the face it 
should be washed with hot soapy 
water and a complexion brush. After 
it has been rinsed carefully and 
dried, the skin should be coated 
thickly with the following cream : 
White wax one half ounce; sweet 
almond oil two ounces; lanolin one 
ounce; spermaceti one half ounce; 
cocoanut oil one ounce; tincture of 
benzoin two drops; orangeflower 
water one ounce. Place the first five 
ingredients in a double boiler and 
melt over a slow fire. When they 
are melted and mingled smoothly take 
from the fire and add the benzoin and 
orangeflower water, fluffing with an 
egg beater until cold. Then pour in­
to small open mouthed jars ready for 
use. A

The forehead lines should be mas­
saged in a circular motion, using the 
finger tips of the right hand and 
holding the skin taught with thumb 
and forefinger of the left hand. 
Wrinkles surrounding the eyes should 
be treated carefully, as it is an easy 
matter to rub in more wrinkles than 
you can ever rub out. Place the first 
and second fingers on the nose, just 
above, the eyes and massage out Be­
yond the eye corners, then sweep in 
underneath the eyes toward the nose. 
Use a very light pressure.

The cheeks should be massaged up 
from the point of the chin, using the 
palm of the hand. To efface the 
laughing wrinkles put the first and 
second fingers underneath the cen­
tre of the lower lip, then massage up 
beyond the corner of the mouth and 
up toward the nostril. Hollows un­
der the chin and behind the ears 
should be massaged with a delicate 
rotary movement of the fingers. After 
the massage is completed wipe off the 
surplus cream and spray the face with 
the following astringent to make firm 
the relaxed tissue^; Thirty drops 
benzoin; thirty drops mucilage of 
acacia; one ounce limewater.

The i to help in the making of shells and
explosives, but even that number is 
nothing like what will be wanted. 
Mr. Runciman, the President of the 
Board of Trade, stated recently that 
some of the principal armament fac­
tories had informed the authorities 
that they could do with over 12,000 
women to help.

They Want to Make Cartridges.

More than half the operators in the 
metal trade workshops, indeed, are 
unskilled or very little skilled. There 
are thousands of lathes and machinée 
of all descriptions which can be as 
well and as efficiently tended by girls 
as by men. That they can do the 
work, Indeed, there is no doubt, for 
in peace time over 100,000 women are 
ordinarily employed in the machines 
and metals industries, industries 
which are now being turned to war 
purposes. Some of the women in the 
war factories are now working in all- 
night shifts, turning out cartridges— 
so keen are they on doing all they 
can.

Hundreds of letters have been re­
ceived with the application forms, the 
tenor of which is “my husband is at 
the front, and I should like to make 
cartridges for him.”

One of the places where there is a 
large demand for women war work­
ers is on the land. The Board ol 
Agriculture, in fact, is now arranging 
in each county for a tabulated list of 
farmers who want women’s help, Low 
many women they want, for wliat 
kind of work, and when.

At the Hampshire County Agricul­
ture Institute near Winchester, a 
number of women are being taught 
every branch of farm routine. They 
are not only being taught butter­
making and milking, work to which 
women have more or less always been 
accustomed, but gardening and field 
work, even to drill seeding, and driv­
ing a couching rake, or working a 
cake-crusher or a pulping machine.

The railway companies every­
where are employing hundreds of 
women. At such big stations as 
Marleybone in London, and the chief 
stations of Manchester, women port­
ers cheerfully roll milk churns along 
or barrow loads of luggage. The 
pay is £1 a week, without tips, and 
many of the “portresses” are making 
a fine thing out of their new occupa­
tion, for their novelty makes them In 
great demand, and on an average they 
are getting bigger tips than the n.en 
did. In Manchester the portresses 
wear a distinctive armlet hearing the 
initials of the company to which t’-oy 
belong. Special caps, too, are to be 
served out to them.

Other new railway jobs for women 
are the booking clerk and ticket in­
spector. A girl booking clerk lias 
been so successful at Willesden, in­
deed, that it is likely girls will soon

The women ticket inspectors on the 
London and Brighton railways are 
dressed in a smart uniform, with the 
regulation peaked cap. At Marley­
bone, London, and Victoria Station, 
Manchester, by the way, there are a 
wholp squad of carriage-cleaners who 
have taken the place of their hus­
bands and brothers.

Women Police Have .Come to Stay.

Many of the local authorities are 
following the example of Glasgow, 
and Newcastle-on-Tyne, and are em­
ploying women tram conductors. The 
experiment has answered so success­
fully that it is probable they will be 
employed in peace time as well. In 
Cardiff two women were tried on the 
corporation’s tramcars, and the re­
sult was so satisfactory that eight 
more were put on, and more are being 
asked for. Over 200 women applied 
for positions as tram conductors at 
the Welsh town. The women police­
man is no longer the joke of the 
comic papers, and the corps of Wo­
men Police Volunteers who were 
founded when war broke out have 
proved immensely successful. Ir: 
fact, at least one town, Southampton, 
has been so struck by their useful­
ness that they are appointing two 
women as a start, with the same pow­
ers' and at the same wages as men. 
the first real official police in Eng­
land.

Indeed, in practically every kind of 
work the women have proved them­
selves capable of doing the work of 
the men. Many big dairy firms are 
employing millc-women, one London 
firm, in fact, employing a large num­
ber and dressing them in a distinct­
ive dress, straw hats and white linen 
overalls with scarlet be’t and cuffs.

Many hote’s are employing page 
girls, dressed in the hotel’s unifoim; 
a firm in Bromley has a staff of wo­
men window-cleaners; and post- 
women all over the country are de­
livering letters.—Pearson’s Weekly.
