Sealing by
Aeroplane.

Yesterday aftemoon the Tele-
gram had the pleasure of a eall
from Mr. F. Sidney Cotton, the

.aeronaut in charge of the ven-
ture of . locating. - seals from
*planes and transmitting their
whereabouts to the sealing fleet
by wireless. Last spring apera-
tions were not so favorable as
they might have been, the delay
in getting ready militating

greatly against prospects, and

being an initial attempt, finaliga-

. tion of plans were somewhat
haphazard. Profiting by the

experience gained, Mr. Cotten
has now perfected his arrange-
ments for the coming spring

and will have everything com-

plete for the starting. Domin-

" jon industries other than sealing

are to be consideved, and the
company expects to utilise air
craft in many ways, their idea

- being to put planes in service

for surveys, mail carrying, ress

. cue work and. other avenues

where the public good will be

' served. Hangars will be erects
| ed at St. Anthony and other

points, and caches of petrel and
intervalsg
along the land route to be flown
| over. The first offieial report
\ of last spring’s flight over the

Major Kennedy then told bim
that he was on a scheme for taking
alrships ta Newfoumdlapd to help
‘with the seal fiskeries, and wag
thinking of taking dn aepgplane as
weli. Mr. Cetion veinied qut to hh!
that weather conditions were not ag
all favorable for airships, gnd he sug-
gosted thai geroplanes Were morg
guitable for ‘the job.
