ter was but little hurt.

A Large Bell.—The congregation of 
St, Andrew's Church, Sarnia, have pro­
cured a bell from the Troy foundry for 
their new house of worship. The Bell 
weighs 2000 lbs., and cost between $700 
and $800. The Town Council have pro­
cured a fire alarm, which is to be attach­
ed to it.

A New Holiday.—Glenallan wi11 ol- 
serve as a holiday the 20th, being the 
anniversary of the coronation of Her Ma­
jesty. Horse races, Ac., have been arrang­
ed, together with numerous other sports. 
The editor of the Maple Leaf advises the 
■people to remember the Marquis of 
Hastings who lost a million at the 
Derby, and hopes no one will be so fool­
ish as he. We scarcely think they will : 
most of the bettors will, in vulgar par­
lance, stake their small change first.

The Waterloo Poor House.—The 
Berlin Telegraph says : The County Coun­
cil on Tuesday visited the building now 
in course of erection for a Poor House. 
The building is progressing as fast as 
could be expected. The difficulty experi­
enced at first in laying the foundation, 
from quicksand, has been , successfully 
overcome, and the stone work of the base­
ment is about complete.

Presentation.—A. Dingwall Fordyce 
Esq., Fergus, was presented, on the even­
ing of Monday, the 15th inst., with an 
address signed by one hundred and fifty- 
two of the members and adherents of St. 
Andrew’s Church, in which he is an Elder 
and Manager.

with both.

A 
letter in cipher, intended for a friend was 
found upon Mm, in wMch the “ pal ” is 
conjured to remember particularly a cur­
tain individual in Milton who did much 
towards the prisoner’s overthrow.
