The Presbytery of London met in Knox
Church, Dutton, this week, Rev. Dr.*
Johnston, the moderator, presiding. It
is possible that all future meetings of
the presbytery will be held in London,
owing to it being the most central point,
A notice of motion to that effect was
made by W, H. Geddes, of Wardsville.

The resignation of Rev. Dr. Sutherland,
pastor of Fingal, was accepted, to take
place after Feb, 1, and his application to
be vlaced on the aged and infirm fund
confirmed. A suitable minute will also
be prepared to be placed on the records.
A retiring allowance will also be made
to Dr. Sutherland by Fingal congrega-
tion, over which he has presided for 36
years. Several members of the church
appeared before the presbytery and ex-
pressed regret because the tie was being
severed. Rev. Dr. Sutherland has never
hu}é axB' other charge.

rummond presented a call from
Aylmer and Springfleld to Rev. J. W.

FUNERAL POSTPONED
BY SNOW BLOCKADE.

Two Attempts to Proceed With the Remains
Failed—A Record Storm.

Hamilton, Jan. 24.—Green Bros., un-
dertakers, had an unpleasant experi-
ence on Wednesday. They started cut
in the morning with their hearse to
attend a funeral 18 miles out on tihe
mountain near Caistor, but when they
got as‘far as Bartonville, found it im-
possible to go any further, and they
returned to the city.

The body was sent on the train to
Vinemount, in hopes that they could
engage farmers’ sleighs to go out to
Caistor, but the roads were drifted
full, and they had to return to the
city again with the remains, and place
them in the mortuary vault until
Monday, when interment will take
place.

A RECORD STORM.

Toronto, Jan. 24.—The oldest in-
habitants, who have been sighing for
the disappearance of the old-fashioned
winter, must have been satisfied with
the snowstorm which began on Tues-
day night and lasted until late Wed-
nesday afternoon. For a time Toronto
was an isolated city, the huge banks
of snow completely blocking railway
traffic. Very few or the old-time snow-
storms have equaled the one of Wed-
nesday, the record of great snowfalls
being as follows:

It will be seen that with the excep-
tion of the great storm of 1898 the
snowfall of Wednesday has not been
equaled in twenty yeéars. The storm
was predicted by the observatory offi-
cials in their bulletin of Monday
morning. Its violence in Canada was
confined principally to the region be-
tween Hamilton and the Island of An-
ticosti. The snowfall was very hwavy
in that part of the country, but sev-
eral counties and districts in Ontario
escaped entirely.
