Hides end Wools.WILSON LAD FOUND examined. They identified the body. 
It was considerably decomposed, but 
there was no difficulty in identification. 
Mr. Brown had presented the lad with 
the sweater he had on when he met 
his death, and positively identified 
him.

Mr. Wilson did not hesitate when he 
saw the body, declaring it to be that of 
his son. Dr. F. P. Drake and Dr. 
H. A. Stevenson were commissioned to 
perform the post-mortem examination. 
That was completed during the even- 
ing. It was found that death was un­
doubtedly due to drowning. There 
was muc h water in the stomac h and 
lungs, clearly showing the cause of 
death.

When first seen the body was but a 
short distance from the entrance to 
the sewer, and it is thought that the 
boy when playing on the bridge, lost 
his balance, falling into the opening in' 
the ice caused by the flow of sewage 
into the river. The body was then 
carried under the ice, probably be­
coming fastened in the debris near this 
point.

It 
was adopted first in 1769 in Scotland. 
It was the practice then to divide the 
profits according to the amount of 
capital stock invested in the concern. 
Later in 1844 this method was chang- 
ed, the Co-operative Society in Lan- 
cashire, England, taking the position 
that the profits should be paid on the 
basis of purchases. By this method, 
every man, no matter how small the 
purchase, profited from the scheme. It 
made the poor participants in the 
scheme. Any increase in capital is 
made from the profits.

In 1864 the co-operative societies in 
England met and formed a co-opera­
tive wholesale society. This organiza­
tion made large purchases every­
where throughout the world, distrib­
uted the goods throughout the various 
distributing centres. This brought the 
producers and consumers together, 
abolishing entirely the middleman.

Movement Spreads.
In 1868, four years later, the move­

ment spread to Scotland, and there 
was another society of the same nature 
organized in that country. To show 
the magnitude of trade handled by the 
society there, Mr. Maxwell stated that 
thirty-four million pounds sterling 
worth of business was done in 1910. 
The Co-Operative Societies through­
out the world did altogether $565,000,- 
000 worth of business, with a profit of 
$56,000,000. This was distributed

To allow the issue to go over now 

until next fall would practically mean 
a confession of failure on the part of 
the Government to be able to put 
through what It considers in the best 
interests of the.country.
