_The Western University.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:
Most men, irrespective of race, creed
or polities, likea squaredeal. They at
all events like what they believe to be
a square deal. For over thirty years
prior to 1908, the Western University
was controlled by the Anglican body.
During the years 1905, 1906 and 1907
there was considerable agitation and
discussion, both inside and outside
Anglican body, towards making the
university a public institution. Finally
with the generous and unanimous
consent of the Anglicen body a square
deal nct of parliament (chapter.145,
Ontario Statutes, 1908), wag passed
and assei.ted to by the Legislature of
the Province of Ontario, on the l4th
of April of that year. By this act of
the province the university, its char-
ter, and all its property, passed out
from the Anglican body, and became
the property of the general public, and
is now vested in a board of twelve
governors, four of whom are appoint-
ed by the city of London, four by the
Ontario Government, and four others
appointed by those eight. The forma-
tion of the senate, which is the most
important body in connection with the
unfversity from an academic stand-
point, was well and wisely conceived.
