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United States, her river steamers, rail­
road equipment and construction 
methods, and general engineering.

However, it is Canada that more re­
sembles Russia in most respects. Our 
climate is almost a duplicate, the 
Crimea corresponding not to Florida 
but to Western Ontario, as the garden 
and Isle of Wight of Russia. Quebec 
corresponds to Russian Poland as a 
diverse racial, religious and language 
factor. It will be a pity if both Can­
ada and Russia do not quickly emerge 
from a trailing conservatism in the 
realm of economic and social thought 
into some really radical and modern 
line of development.

As for old friendship, ours with Rus­
sia is new indeed, but it is something 
like that of "the good Samaritan.” 
When Russia was in the greatest peril 
that ever beset a great nation, it was 
her ancient enemy, the British Empire, 
that came to her aid, while old friend. 
Uncle Sam, said he was "too proud to 
fight," but not too proud to sell. This 
is not to censure the United States 
in the least, but just to state a differ­
ence. The United States has been a 
great help to the Allies by the sale of 
munitions, but it is the British Em­
pire that Russia has to thank for a 
Samaritan rescue from the thieves of 
Kulturland and Kurdland, and in all 
the British Empire there is no more 
disinterested service for humanity than 
that of Canada.

Russia will not forget that Cana­
dians died in thousands to make Ser­
bia and Russia free and strong, though 
we ourselves were as far as possible 
from the robber’s reach. The Pacific 
and Atlantic both should become the 
highway of a lively and increasing 
commerce between two peoples linked 
by resemblance and sacrifice.

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GERMANY AWAKENING.
FFENSIVES by all the Allies are 

under way and the Austro-Turk- 
German armies are now feeling the 
blows they have long dreaded. These 
are telling, telling heavily, and that 
boasted "morale" is in a fair way to 
become a minus quantity.

But satisfactory as is the effect on 
the fighting forces, there is an even 
more powerful effect on the people at 
home in Germany and her partners. 
For some time the Turks have been 
throwing out separate peace feelers, 
induced to take this action because 
the people as a whole were growing 
resentful against those who betrayed 
Turkey by throwing her into the 
kaiser’s hands. In Austria and Hun­
gary, especially the latter, tales of 
victory have failed to satisfy the pop­
ulace, who saw more signs of defeat 
and felt the pinch of a besieged 
nation.

It. has taken longer for the feeling of 
revolution to take hold in Germany, 
but there seems to be no doubt that 
it has taken root at last and that anger 
is directed against the man and clique 
responsible for the war, Wilhelm and 
his militarists. "Death to the kaiser!" 
"Death to the man who wants war! 
Death to the crown prince!" These 
cries of a hungry and misled people 
are reported at Potsdam. Crowds in 
various towns are demanding peace. 
All this is ominous for that Prussian- 
ism against which the Allies are 
fighting.

It has often been said that the actual 
overthrow of militarism would come 
from within Germany, not from with­
out, and present indications are that 
this prophecy is not unlikely of ful­
fillment.

It has required the greatest self- 
sacrifice, valor and strength of the 
Allies to inflict the blows which have 
proven, or are proving, to the German 
nation that Wilhelm’s dream of Euro­
pean sovereignty cannot be realized 
and that it has placed its faith in a 
false god. That is one of the essential 
parts the Allies have had to play. 
They must discredit militarism, not 
only in the eyes of the world at large, 
but in the eyes of the German nation. 
This they are accomplishing.

With the steel walls closing in 
around his armies, communications 
with the outside world cut off, his 
subjects clamoring for food, the kaiser 
now has the additional terror to face 
of an outraged people, who realize that 
he is responsible for their miseries. 
His lot has never been enviable, but 
there are few convicts who would ex­
change places and consciences with 
him now. The handwriting has ap­
peared on the wall. His life is quite 
likely to end by the act of the subjects 
he has trodden under foot so unmerci­
fully.
